
Building Project Update: With the start of the New Year, Father Larry and the Building Committee have started anew on the effort to design and 
build a new more affordable church.  As outlined in previous bulletins and two church meetings in Oct and Nov, the parish received direction in Sep-
tember from the Diocese to reconsider our design plans to enable construction of a simpler less expensive church.   Defining the parameters of the 
new direction will occupy most of our time in the next few months as we work with the Diocesan Building Commission and Sacred Places Commis-
sion to build a 1500-seat church.  At this point, several key design and cost decisions must be made before timeline or construction schedules can 
be drafted.  Our parish building project team thanks you for your patience and continued support to build our new church, a sacred worship space to 
reflect the spirituality of our patron St. Francis.  In the meantime, we will endeavor to keep the parish updated with news as information is available.  
 

Capital Campaign: The parish Building Fund has been blessed during the six-month pause in the church Building Project to have received contin-
ued donor support from parishioners.  Our total to date is nearly $8 million received in one-time cash gifts and pledge contributions.  This is a re-
markable sum given that we have lost several donors recently due to moves and other circumstances which will, therefore, require re-calculating 
campaign pledge totals.  As we restart our planning efforts, we are asking parish families who have not yet pledged to this vital building effort to 
prayerfully consider a pledge or gift to the Building Fund.  The Building Fund covers all expenses for construction, art and stained glass, parking lots 
and associated site work, and architect and professional fees.  In the meantime, we thank everyone for their generous gifts and for keeping their 
pledge contributions coming as scheduled.

 On this first Sunday of Lent the Church 

has had the ancient custom of celebrating the 

Rite of Election for the catechumens (the unbap-

tized) who are preparing for Easter baptism.  In 

reality the whole season of Lent was created to 

be the final 40 -day retreat for catechumens.  On 

the first Sunday we òelectó them or choose them 

to enter their final phase before baptism.  So, 

during the 5:00 Mass on Saturday this weekend 

we are electing them and allowing them to write 

their names in the Book of the Elect.  Then on 

Sunday they will go to the Cathedral where all 

the catechumens of the diocese will gather with 

Bishop Farrell who will officially elect them for 

the Lenten season.  Please pray for them as they 

prepare to become disciples of Jesus.  

 

 Next weekend we will have a parallel cere-

mony for the òcandidates for full communion 

with the Catholic Church.ó  Having been already 

baptized in other Christian denominations, they 

now want to become Catholics and will do so at 

the Easter Vigil.  Their ceremony next weekend 

will be called the òRite of Calling to Continuing 

Conversion.ó  We will pray for them during the 

Saturday 5:00 Mass and send them to the Cathe-

dral on Sunday for the formal call and blessing 

by Bishop Farrell.

We abstain from meat, a tiny 

sacrifice that we offer to the Lord in gratitude for 

the huge sacrifice he made for us on Good Fri-

day.

FAITH FORMATION COMMISSION  
 

Reports of violent crime are a daily news item.  We have become 
all too familiar with stories of various types of abuse.  Many of 
these crimes involve children as victims. Once a problem rarely 
discussed, child abuse is now a prominent concern and one that 
the Catholic Church takes very seriously.  Bishop Farrell and the 
Diocese of Dallas are working together with all parishes in the 
diocese to educate all of our parents and children in order to pre-
vent future incidents of abuse. 
 

As part of the Churchôs commitment to keep children safe, we are 
planning sessions for our families which will help children remain 
safe.  This program, mandated by the Bishop and offered through 
the diocese, is called Touching Safety.  For more information on 
the Touching Safety program, visit the VIRTUS Online website at 
www.virtus.org .
