ously.  Bishop Farrell and the Diocese of Dallas are work-
ing together with all parishes in the diocese to educate all 
of our parents and children in order to prevent incidents of 
abuse and keep our children safe. 
 

As part of the Church’s commitment to keep children safe, 
we are planning sessions for our families which will help 
children remain safe.  This program, mandated by the 
Bishop and offered through the diocese, is called Touching 
Safety.  For more information on the Touching Safety pro-
gram, visit the VIRTUS Online website at www.virtus.org . 
 

The Children’s Ministry (k-5) program is designed for par-
ents and children to attend together.  The program will be 
approximately 30 minutes long and will be held on the fol-
lowing days and times:
