Once a problem rarely discussed, 
child abuse is now a prominent concern and one that the 
Catholic Church takes very seriously.  Bishop Farrell and 
the Diocese of Dallas are working together with all par-
ishes in the diocese to educate all of our parents and chil-
dren in order to prevent incidents of abuse and keep our 
children safe. 
 

As part of the Churchôs commitment to keep children 
safe, we are planning sessions for our families which will 
help children remain safe.  This program, mandated by 
the Bishop and offered through the diocese, is called 
Touching Safety.
