I really want to encourage you to attend a spe-

cial presentation about child safety.  We will show a 

new video that Bishop Farrell has mandated for all 

parishes.  Parents and children in our Faith Formation 

program are required to attend the presentation.  But 

I want to invite every parishioner to attend.  All of us 

have children, grandchildren, nieces, nephews, 

neighbors who are children, etc. 

Child abuse continues to be a rampant social 

problem.  Just in the State of Texas, Child Protective 

Services cannot even keep up with the demand even 

though they have recently hired hundreds of new 

workers.  That shows that the problem is growing. 

At all levels we must do even more to prevent 

abusers from preying upon our children.  But we also 

want to give children the tools to defend themselves.  

The latter goal will be promoted in this new video 

called Touching Safety.  The video will enable children 

to understand safe touches and dangerous touches, 

and it will give them confidence in saying yes or no. 

I would love to have every adult parishioner 

see this video and spread the principles to all the chil-

dren we encounter.  If we have thousands of eyes al-

ways watching, always protecting, always vigilant, 

then we can create a safe and loving environment for 

children. 

So, please join us.  There are 3 different vid-

eos: one for protecting elementary school children, 

one for protecting middle school children, one for 

protecting junior/senior high school youth.  Please 

see the more detailed announcement following the 

weekly  schedule and come to the time most appro-

priate to you and the children you love.
