Many people have died on a cross, but nobody, except
Jesus, has ever risen from the dead! So the Church cele-
brates with great gusto. So, how do we keep Easter
alive? Just think about the Risen Jesus with you f all the
time. When you receive the Eucharist, think about the
Risen Jesus right there with you. When you pray, think
about the Risen Jesus right
feeling sad or lonely or depressed, think about the Risen
Jesus right there with you.

Second, either attend daily Mass or at least read

the daily Scriptures that are assigned. Little tip fi this
next week is the best
an oOinstant replayoé of t he

ances of Jesusii and they are amazing. The following
weeks gradually unfold the presence of the Risen Jesus
in the waters of Baptism, the anointing of Confirmation,
and of course in the Eucharist. Then the readings spend
a lot of time reflecting upon the presence of the Spirit,
which we celebrate in a big way on Pentecost.

Whatever you do, enjoy Easter, enjoy the pres-
ence of the Risen Jesus right there with you!

Sacrament Preparation Information:  The Sacraments of
First Reconciliation and First Communion are typically re-
ceived in second grade. The Sacrament of Confirmation
is typically received in the spring of eighth grade or fall of
ninth grade. The Diocese of Dallas mandates that all chil-
dren who receive these sacraments have two years of
Faith Formation classes to prepare them adequately.
Children preparing to receive First Reconciliation and First
Communion need to be enrolled in Faith Formation for first
and second grade. Children preparing to receive Confir-
mation need to be enrolled in seventh and eighth grade.
