Centuries later we gradually added
more opportunities, but the Church always remem-
bers that Eastertime is sacraments time.

So, you are going to see more baptisms, be-
cause we didnodt do them in
see nearly 600 First Communions. Ordinarily you
would see Confirmation, but since we have only one
bishop for almost 1 million Catholics in our diocese,

Bishop Farrell has asked the many parishes of our dio-
cese to stagger the Confirmations during the year,
not just during Eastertime.

Please pray for all who were initiated last week
at the Easter Vigil and for all who will receive sacra-
ments this Eastertime, especially our little disciples of
Jesus since they will soon receive the Eucharist for the
first time.
