Last Monday | celebrated the funeral Mass of my
mother Mary Pichard. | would like to thank the parish-
ioners of St. Francis who expressed their condolences
last Sunday here in Frisco, the parishioners who at-
tended the vigil, and the parishioners who attended the
funeral. From the summer of 2007 till the summer of
2008 my mother stayed with my sister here in Frisco.
Their favorite Mass was the Saturday 5:00 p.m. Mass.
My mom would sit on the seat of her walker, which she
called her “Cadillac,” and was delighted when our Eucha-
ristic Ministers would come right to her and bring her
Communion. Every Tuesday when | would come to visit
her in Frisco, she would tell me how warmly she was
treated here. Then, after being in assisted living in Mes-
quite for a few months, she returned to Frisco and
stayed in either assisted living, the hospital, or nursing
home. She was once again delighted that our Eucharistic
Ministers would visit her and bring her Communion. So,
in her name and in the name of my family, | truly thank
the people of St. Francis for taking care of her.

| have obviously been thinking a lot about her
and how she gave me the gift of life and the gift of faith.
| also have to say that she gave me my vocation of ser-
vice as a priest. My father was not a Catholic when they
got married, although he became a Catholic when | was
a teenager. But my mom was the principal source of my
faith.

Next weekend you parents, Moms and Dads,
have the chance to pass on your faith to your children.
You can enroll them in our St. Francis Faith Formation
program. You parents not only have the joy of preparing
your children for their careers and adult life, but you
also have the joy of preparing your children for their
spiritual journey on earth and really the joy of preparing
them for eternity.

Mi padre no era
catélico cuando se casaron, y aunque él se convirtié al
catolicismo cuando yo era adolescente, mi madre era la
fuente principal de mi fe.
