We also planned for and paid
for her funeral arrangements in advance so that we
would not have to make those decisions after she
died. A heart in mourning cannot make clear rational
decisions; best to make those decisions before the
grief process starts. Although we had made some
general decisions about the vigil service and the fu-
neral Mass, my only regret is that we did not cover all
the details of the funeral liturgies. But since as a
priest | am very experienced in that, | did have an ad-
vantage that most people don’t have. | urge you to
attend Deacon Charlie’s conference and inform your-
self of the many issues to consider. His conference
will only begin the process of your reflection, but bet-
ter to start now rather than later. A word to the wise
is sufficient...
