Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Last weekend, Memorial Day weekend, | announced
that we must observe new parking regulations around the
Church. For those who were out of town, | am including a
similar message plus adding a bit more.

You may have noticed that we have restriped the
old parking lot. In order for us to care for our disabled pa-
rishioners, we have added more disabled parking spaces to
the back east entrance. Please observe the “Fire Lane-No
Parking” signs.

All those regulations are in place so that emergency
vehicles such as ambulances and fire trucks can access the
Church in case of fire or when a parishioner has a heart at-
tack or other medical emergency. If you park illegally, you
are endangering the lives of fellow parishioners.

In June we will begin enforcing those regulations by
towing cars illegally parked or calling the police depart-
ment; the fines are very expensive. We hate to do such
things, but we have to protect the safety of all parishioners.

Also, do not park on the street behind the Church,
formerly called 710 and now called Sanctuary Drive, which
runs from Rogers to the cemetery. Parking there causes
congestion and could impede emergency vehicles. Defi-
nitely do not park in the entry ways from the street—how
insane is that? Also, please do not park on our grass—
would you want somebody to park on the lawn of your
home? We have a huge new parking lot—please park there.
Yes, it may be a little farther to walk, but exercise is good
for the heart. You will be healthier and all our parishioners
will be safer.

We have also received word that construction will
soon start on Eldorado Pkwy from Preston to the North Dal-
las Tollway. It will be a big hassle for many months, but
eventually a nice divided parkway with many lanes will give
us smooth access—one day!

El fin de semana pasado, durante el fin de
semana de Memorial Day, anuncié que tendremos nuevas
normas para el estacionamiento alrededor de la Iglesia.
Para aquellos que se encontraban fuera del pueblo, estoy
incluyendo un mensaje similar con mas detalles.

Habran notado que hemos pintado todo el viejo
estacionamiento. Para mostrar cuan importante es para
nosotros el cuidado de nuestros feligreses con
discapacidades, hemos agregado mas espacios en el
estacionamiento de la entrada Este trasera. Por favor
pongan atencién a las sefiales que dicen “Fire Lane-No
Parking” (Linea de Fuego No Estacionar).

Todas estas normas han sido establecidas para
que vehiculos de emergencia, tanto como ambulancias y
camiones de bomberos puedan acceder a la Iglesia en
caso de incendio o si un feligrés sufre de un ataque al
corazoén, o de cualquier otra emergencia médica.

En Junio comenzaremos a implementar estas
normas remolcando carros que se encuentren ilegalmente
estacionados o llamando al departamento de policia; las
multas (tickets) son muy costosas. No nos gusta tener
que hacer cosas asi, pero debemos proteger la seguridad
de los feligreses.

Tampoco, se podra estacionar sobre la calle
trasera de la Iglesia, formalmente llamada 710 y ahora
Sanctuary Drive. Estacionar ahi causa congestionamiento
y puede impedir el acceso de vehiculos de emergencia.

Definitivamente no se podra estacionar en los
caminos de entrada de la calle—jque absurdo es eso, no?
Tampoco, deben estacionar sobre el pasto—;les gustaria
que cualquier persona se estacione sobre el pasto de su
casa? Tenemos un nuevo y gran estacionamiento—por
favor estacionen alli. Tal vez tendran que caminar un
poquito mas, pero el ejercicio es bueno para el corazon.
Van a tener mejor salud, y todos los feligreses estaran
seguros.

También hemos recibido la noticia de que pronto
comenzara la construccién sobre El Dorado Pkwy, desde
Preston hacia el Tollway. Sera un verdadero problema
durante muchos meses, pero luego tendremos una calle
dividida con varios carriles que nos dard un acceso
tranquilo—algun dia!
