First the Bad News:  Bishop Farrell has decided to 

transfer Fr Joe Lee in mid-July. I had expressed the desire 

for stability since our parish has gone through so many 

changes.  Fr Joe has been very loved by our people, and he 

has provided that stability.  However, the Bishop has to be 

concerned with the Big Picture, and some parishes are still 

without a pastor.  St Edwards near downtown Dallas has 

been without a pastor for 2 or 3 years, and their parish is 

bursting at the seams. Holy Spirit parish in Duncanville has 

been without a pastor for a year and a half.  Bishop Farrell 

must fill gaps; I understand. Fr Joe has been a pastor be-

fore, and Bishop Farrell wants him to serve as a pastor.  But 

we will be very sad to lose Fr Joe.   

 

Now the Good News:  Bishop Farrell has decided to 

send us the soon-to-be priest Vincent Anyama.  He will be 

ordained June 13 at the Cathedral.  Please read the very nice 

article in the May 29 issue of The Texas Catholic or you can 

read it online at www.texascatholic.com. 

 

Right now we call him Deacon Vincent since he is 

technically a “transitional deacon”.  After his priestly ordina-

tion on next Saturday, June 13, we will call him Father Vin-

cent.  I want to strongly encourage you to attend his ordina-

tion to pray for him and to show him our eager sup-

port.  He loves kids, and so bring your kids.  The 

ordination will be at the Cathedral Guadalupe, 2215 

Ross, just north of the Meyerson, at 10:00 a.m.  He 

will be reporting for duty at St Francis on July 24. 

 

We parishioners of St Francis are really be-

ing honored by Bishop Farrell who is putting his 

confidence in us.  Many studies have shown that a 

priest’s first few years in a parish determine the 

success of his priesthood.  If a young priest has a 

negative experience in his first assignment, chances are 

high that he will not remain a priest.  But if he has positive 

experiences in his first assignment, he will be a valuable, 

holy, enthusiastic priest for the rest of his life.  We are blest 

to be entrusted with the mission of training him to be a pas-

toral priest, of loving him and supporting him, of showing 

him a dynamic, growing, caring parish!
