Last Tuesday we had the sad task of celebrat-

ing the funeral Memorial Mass for Marty Thiemet, one 

of our finest parishioners.  Marty had been very active 

with the Knights of Columbus and several parish min-

istries.  What I appreciated the most, and what I think 

other parishioners appreciated the most, was Martyõs 

ministry to the sick.  Just about every day he set out 

to visit the sick in hospitals or homes.  The best gift 

he brought them was the Eucharist, but he also 

brought them the gift of love, a love that he poured 

out upon them.  He gave them the gift of joy since he 

was such a happy and jovial person.  He also gave 

them hope since he himself had survived cancer and 

some serious illnesses.   

 Now I ask myself the question, òWho will take 

his place?ó  I hope that some compassionate parish-

ioner will offer to serve, and I know somebody will 

come forward.  Marty was retired and had the time to 

dedicate himself to help others.  Some may say that 

they are too busy, still working, still have an active 

family, etc.  But Marty and his wife Betty had been in a 

number of parishes over the 49 years and 10 months 

of their marriage, and in each parish they served oth-

ers.  So, please make sure that you, too, are serving 

in some parish ministry or organization.  I am espe-

cially addressing those who have never served, those 

who just walk through the doors, attend Mass, and 

then disappear ñthat must be a lonely and unsatisfy-

ing experience.  As a document of the 5
th

 century 

said, òDo not deprive the body of its members.ó  You 

are a worthy and needed member of the Body of 

Christ.  Make sure you are serving the Body.  In Au-

gust we will observe 2 Stewardship Sundays, a time to 

consider time, talent and treasure.  Please be prepar-

ing yourself to come forward with your hands and 

your heart and offer them to the Lord and to the peo-

ple of St. Francis.  May the life and death of Marty in-

spire you!
