Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

 

I leave for vacation this afternoon, and I will return 
in two weeks.  Please help the staff and Fr Joe to keep 
things running smoothly.  I am so amazed at our staff be-
cause they were able to administer the parish for nearly six 
months last year with a little help from Msgr Milam Joseph.  
They are all very well qualified and capable of taking 
charge.  I know that Fr Joe too will supervise everything 
very well during my time away.  Because it’s almost impos-
sible to find priests to help with confessions on Saturdays, 
Fr Joe will be alone in the confessional.  Please don’t over-
load him on Saturday afternoons since he also has to cele-
brate the 5:00 p.m. Mass.  So, you might want to come for 
confession on Thursdays at 6:00 p.m. when Fr Joe will 
have more time for confession.  On Tuesdays, June 30 and 
July 7, instead of Mass at 8:30 a.m., the deacons will cele-
brate a Communion service so that Fr Joe can have a day 
off. 

I have asked Fr Joe to compose an article for you 
in the next two bulletins.  By the way, his going-away party 
will be Saturday, July 18 right after the 5:00 p.m. Mass.  
Everybody is invited to come around 6:00.   

I really would like to thank Fr Joe for serving the 
parish in our great need this last year.  He has been a 
steady force of stability during a troubling time, and he 
served us so well.  It’s been a joy for me to have him here.  
We go back a long time.  When I was the Vice Rector of 
Holy Trinity Seminary 1980-86, seminarian Joe was one of 
my seminarians.  Each Spring Break I would lead a group 
of about a dozen seminarians backing in Big Bend National 
Park.  I will never forget 1986 when seminarian Joe and I 
got up at 5:00 a.m. in 32º weather, sat on the South Rim of 
the Chisos Mountains overlooking a dark expansive desert 
floor 2,000 feet below us and stared at Halley’s Comet 
streaking across the clear star-studded sky.  That moment 
was precious since the comet won’t return till 2061.  But 
seminarian Joe came back as Father Joe, and for the last 
year we have had the joy of working together as fellow 
priests in ministry.  May the Lord be his Good Shepherd 
and guide him in his assignment!
