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Food for the Thought — Fr. Joe Lee

Everyone wants to be free, but it is impossible to reach a
consensus on what that means or how it is achieved. To a Persian
in Iran, freedom might simply mean that one’s vote is counted. To a
political dissident in North Korea, it might mean an exit visa and the
right to live in another country. To a man or a woman in prison, it
would probably mean a pardon or a parole. To a person confined to
a wheelchair it would likely mean the ability to walk. Freedom, quite
obviously, has different meanings for different people.

Here in the United States of America, most of us associate
freedom with a date and a document. The date is July 4th, 1776,
and the document is the Declaration of Independence. Thus, for
233 years, we have thought of ourselves as a free people, living in a
free land. To a large extent, that is true. In this country, we enjoy as
much political freedom as any people on earth ever have, maybe
more.

We should be grateful for that, but we should also be hon-
est about it. The facts of history clearly indicate that our proud heri-
tage of freedom has not always included all of our people. The Dec-
laration of Independence that we honor has one very famous state-
ment that goes like this: “All men are created equal and are en-
dowed by their Creator with certain inalienable rights.” That very
statement we take such great pride, automatically excludes half of
our citizens, women. Women in this country had no rights to vote
until 1920. It took us 144 years to figure out that “men” was a ge-
neric term which also included women. There is at least one other
glaring contradiction in our proud heritage of freedom. The docu-
ment says, “All men are created equal.” For almost one-hundred
years after signing of the Declaration of Independence, the majority
of African-Americans in this country were slaves. They were bought
and sold like cattle. It was not until 1865, after long bloody war, that
slavery was abolished and African-Americans were allowed to begin
a long and painful climb toward equal citizenship.

My purpose in mentioning these things is not to belittle our
ancestors or to demean the history of our nation. You and | can and
should be proud of and grateful for our heritage. But we should also
be truthful about it. To be a citizen of the United States does not
automatically mean a person is free. It did not mean that 233 years
ago, and it does not mean that today. Real freedom is not so simple
a matter as that. Jesus, you will recall, spoke of freedom in terms of
truth. In his mind the two were inseparably linked together. No one
can find freedom apart from truth. And no one can find truth apart
from the freedom to search for it and then to follow wherever it might
lead. He said it like this: "You will know the truth, and the truth will
set you free.” Freedom is more personal than political. It has more
to do with what we are than where we live. Jesus was born, lived,
and died under a dictatorship. He knew nothing of the democratic
form of government that we enjoy. But he was, nonetheless, a free
man.

This week we celebrate the 233rd birthday of our nation.
We are grateful for our heritage of freedom, and commit ourselves to
build upon it until the blessings of liberty are extended to all of our
people. Butin the midst of it all we must never forget these words of
our Lord: “You will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”
Without that dimension, there is no freedom worthy of the name.

Alimento para el Pensamiento Padre Joe

Todos queremos ser libres, pero es imposible encontrar
consenso en que significa o como se consigue. Para un Persa en
Iran, libertad puede ser simplemente que el voto de uno cuente.
Para un politico disidente en Corea del Norte, puede significar
simplemente tener una visa para poder ir a vivir libremente en
otro pais. Para un hombre o una mujer en prision, sera posible-
mente el perddn o la libertad. Para una persona confinada a una
silla de ruedas sera la posibilidad de caminar. Libertad, obvia-
mente, tiene diferentes significados para las diferentes personas.

Aqui en los Estados Unidos de América, muchos de
nosotros asociamos libertad con un dia y un documento. El dia es
el 4 de Julio de 1776, y el documento es la Declaracion de la In-
dependencia. Por eso, durante 233 afios, hemos pensado sobre
nosotros mismos como personas libres, viviendo en una tierra
libre.

Deberiamos estar agradecidos por eso, pero también
deberiamos ser honestos acerca de esto. La historia claramente
indica que nuestro orgulloso origen de libertad no siempre incluye
a todas las personas. La Declaracion de la Independencia que
honramos tiene una famosa declaracién que dice asi. “Todos los
hombres han sido creados iguales y estan dotados por su Crea-
dor con ciertos derechos inalienables” Ese derecho del cual
tenemos tanto orgullo, automaticamente excluye a la mitad de los
ciudadanos, mujeres. Las mujeres de este pais no tenian derecho
a votar hasta 1920. Nos tomo6 144 afnos asumir que “hombre” era
un término genérico que también incluye a las mujeres. Hay
cuando menos una contradiccion en nuestro origen de libertad. El
documento dice, “Todos los hombres son creados iguales.” Por lo
menos durante 100 afios después de la Declaracién de la Inde-
pendencia, la mayoria de los Afro- Americanos en este pais eran
esclavos. Ellos fueron traidos y vendidos como ganado. No fue
hasta 1865, después de una larga guerra sangrienta, que la es-
clavitud fue abolida y los Afro-Americanos fueron permitidos a
comenzar con un largo y doloroso camino hacia la igualdad de
ciudadania.

Mi propdsito es mencionar estas cosas, no cuestionar a
nuestros ancestros o degradar la historia de nuestra nacion. Ust-
edes y yo podemos y debemos estar orgullosos y agradecidos de
nuestro patrimonio. Pero también debemos ser sinceros acerca
de esto. Ser un ciudadano de los Estados Unidos no significa
automaticamente ser libre. No lo significaba 233 anos atras, y no
significa nada hoy. La libertad verdadera no es un asunto tan
simple como ese. Jesus, nacio, vivié y murié bajo una dictadura.
El no supo nada acerca de la forma democratica de gobierno de
la que nosotros disfrutamos. Pero él era, no obstante, un hombre
libre.

Esta semana celebramos el cumpleanos 233 de nuestra
nacion. Estamos agradecidos por nuestro patrimonio de libertad y
nuestra dedicacion a construirla y extender las bendiciones de
libertad a todo nuestro pueblo. Pero lo que no debemos de olvidar
nunca son estas palabras de nuestro Sefor. “Sabran la verdad, y
la verdad los hara libres.” Sin esta dimensién, no hay libertad
digna de ese nombre.
