When she reached the
end of her life here on earth, the Father brought her
immediately into heaven since she had been born and
lived without original sin. Since her feast falls on a
Saturday, it is not a “holyday of obligation” this year.
Nevertheless, we will dedicate our regular 8:30 morn-
ing Mass to the celebration of her Assumption. We
will offer a special Mass in Spanish at 7:00 p.m. as we
honor her Assumption.
