Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Last Tuesday we celebrated the feast of St.
Clare. Born about 15 years after St. Francis, as a teen-
ager she admired his teaching especially about follow-
ing the simplicity and poverty of Jesus. But her par-
ents insisted that she marry a wealthy young man at
age 15. She refused and literally had to run away to
follow the spiritual life preached by Francis. She in-
spired several other women to join her in the chapel
of San Damiano, the little chapel that had been rebuilt
by the hands of Francis himself. Clare and her follow-
ers dedicated themselves to prayer and poverty,
sleeping on the floor, never eating meat, begging for
food. Although she never again left the convent of
San Damiano, lay people, bishops and even the pope
came to her convent seeking her advice because she
totally lived the Gospel of Jesus.

Our world needs to hear the voice of Francis
and Clare. Many are so upset and depressed because
the slumping economy caused them to lose what they
had and to live with less. Francis and Clare proved
that we could live with a lot less and be totally happy.
It’s just a matter of the proper attitude—love for God
and love for others is what brings us true happiness.
Maybe we members of St. Francis of Frisco can bring
their message to those who need it.

Aunque ella nunca dejo el convento
de San Damiano, personas laicas, obispos, y hasta el papa
fueron a visitarla al convento buscando su consejo porque
ella vivié totalmente el Evangelio de Jesus.
