I would like to give you an update on our plan-

ning process for our new Church building.  On Sunday 

July 19, before each Mass, I explained that we had 

chosen our new architect Jim Heck of Fisher Heck firm 

in San Antonio.  Since that time, we have been work-

ing very fast.  We asked Jim to lead us in an examina-

tion of the exact position of the new Church on our 

property.  Is the former position in the southeast cor-

ner near Rogers and El Dorado the best position, or 

could there be a better position?  Jim quickly pro-

duced 7 different site plans which our committee re-

duced to two alternatives.  On Thursday, August 13 

we presented both to the Sacred Places Commission 

of the diocese, and both were approved in general.  

Now our architect will flesh out the site plan, present 

it to our committee and then to the Sacred Places 

Commission in September for specific approval.  Then 

we go to work on the Schematic Plan which includes 

an initial drawing of the Church building itself.  When 

that is ready, we will present it to you. 

So, after having to do lots of research and 

foundation work on the planning process, we are 

making progress and moving fast.  More news later.
