Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Tomorrow will be a happy day or a sad day for mil-
lions of Americans. As we celebrate Labor Day, some of us
will be very happy that we have a job. We feel good, we feel
grateful, we have hope for the future.

Some of us, however, will be very sad because we
have lost our job, and now we don’t know how we are going
to support our family. Only one time in my life have | been
without a job. | was a seminarian between junior and senior
year in college in 1968, and my family moved to El Paso and
| spent the summer with them to help them move and get
set up. Not having any contacts in the city and discovering
that there was a huge and cheap labor pool, | was unable to
find summer work. | felt rejected and worthless when busi-
ness after business turned me down. 1 felt like there was
something wrong with me.

So tomorrow | will feel sad, and | will pray for those
who are without a job and feel rejected, worthless, hope-
less. My prayer for them will be that they recognize that
there is nothing wrong with them, that they know they are a
child of God and therefore have incredible value, that God
loves them and their families love them, and that regarding
this economic slump they have confidence that “this, too,
shall pass.”

Speaking of those who are suffering, | am happy to
report that on August 25 our brand new St. Vincent de Paul
Society (SVDP) had its first organizational meeting, elected
officers and will be spending September in gearing up and
planning how they will begin to serve those in need. They
will probably be ready in October, and, how appropriate,
since October 4 is the Feast of St. Francis of Assisi, the man
who dedicated his life to serving the poor.

Just to let you know, we as a parish want to raise
funds that will be administered by our SVDP. As a parish we
will donate $500 per month, and the Thanksgiving Day col-
lection will go to them. If you would like to personally do-
nate to them, just put your donation in an envelope marked
for SVDP, and it will go into their account. We will espe-
cially do our best to help those who are jobless.
