This is an exciting weekend for many reasons. 

First, our children are returning to Faith Forma-

tion.  We are so happy that we have so many children 

who are learning to be disciples of Jesus.  Our faith-filled 

and loving catechists are eager to share the Good News, 

the Gospel, in ways that young minds can understand.  

Jesus had a special love for children, and now we want to 

love them and give them a solid foundation in knowing 

and loving Jesus and his Church. 

Second, our little bitty children are starting Kids 

Day Out (KDO).  What a wonderful opportunity we have 

to not just care for the little ones but to care for them 

with the love of Jesus.  They are a little too young for 

doctrine, but they do understand the doctrine of love 

and respect which KDO incarnates. 

Third, last Sunday we asked your help for dona-

tions to and volunteering in Clothe-A-Child.  Our goal 

was to provide a $100 shopping card for 150 children 

who live in poverty in Frisco and Little Elm, but going 

into the weekend before Saturday evening Mass we col-

lected enough for only 36 children.  But by the end of 

the Sunday evening Mass, because of your generous do-

nations, we are now able to help 107!!!  So, this weekend 

we need to raise donations for only 43 more children.  

Please help these children by either donating or volun-

teering today. 

The fourth reason for excitement is that after the 

1:00 Mass I depart for a 2-week vacation!  Even though 

Fr Vincent was ordained just 2 months ago, he is very 

wise and mature, and he will do a great job guiding the 

parish in my absence.  But please have mercy upon him 

next Saturday afternoon since he will be the only confes-

sor in the confessional.  Try to come on Thursdays or 

Saturday September 26 when a visiting priest will be able 

to help with confessions.  Fr Paul Wangaih from Kenya 

will be here for the weekend as a part of each parish’s 

mission appeal. 

And the final reason for excitement is that we 

are alive and well and as a parish we are serving our 

Lord and each other!
