We will have several important things to cele-

I 

couldn’t imagine distributing Communion nowadays 

without them.  We will pray for them, bless them, 

and thank them for their service to our parish. 

 

Second, we will celebrate World Youth Day all 

over the world.  The youth of the dioceses of Dallas 

and Ft Worth will be enjoying Six Flags over Texas 

and then joining their respective Bishops there for 

the celebration of Mass.
