What are you doing now for the Body of Christ 

here at St. Francis?  Exactly two months ago we spon-

sored our “Sign Up Sunday.”  Since everybody is a mem-

ber of the Body, what purpose do you have in the Body? 

If you signed up for a ministry or organization 

of the parish, I hope that you have connected with the 

leaders or that the leaders have connected with you.  If 

you didn’t sign up then, please consider doing so now. 

See the list of organizations and ministries and leaders 

in the bulletin.   

We need you.  The Lord needs you.  As a docu-

ment of the early Church said, “Do not deprive the Body 

of Christ of its members.” 

Speaking of the Body, next Sunday and Monday 

we celebrate our great unity even with those who were 

a part of the Body here on earth and have now passed 

into the heavenly Body.  On Sunday we celebrate the 

Feast of All Saints, not just the canonized saints, but all 

who have gone before us and have been judged worthy 

of heavenly communion with God.  Everybody in heaven 

is a saint since the word means “the holy one.”  You 

have lots of relatives and friends whom you have known 

as holy, and I know you are in deep communion with 

them. 

On Monday we celebrate the Feast of All Souls, 

when we remember our communion with those who 

have passed into heaven and those who are in purga-

tory eagerly awaiting their purification and entrance 

into heaven.  In addition to our daily 8:30 a.m. Mass, 

we will have a special bilingual Mass at 7:30 p.m. to 

pray not only in general for the deceased but also to 

honor those whose funeral we have celebrated here at 

St Francis since last All Souls Day. During the General 

Intercessions we will call their names and toll the bell 

for them. 

Thus, on Sunday and Monday we will happily 

remember and celebrate the Communion of Saints—all 

holy ones on earth, in heaven and in purgatory.  The 

Body of Christ is really huge, and it is a joy to belong to 

Him.
