Larry Pichard 
 

 

Thanksgiving is very much on our minds.  So, I 

would like to do a little thanking.  Thanking everybody for 

everything is impossible.  But, I will choose the most re-

cent events over which I would like to give thanks. 

Thanks to Andrew Babler.  He had noticed that 

pedestrians heading to or from our west parking lot were 

not following the sidewalk but were taking a shortcut down 

a slope by the KDO and in rainy weather were slipping.  So, 

for his Boy Scout Eagle project he designed and built new 

steps and arranged flagstones for those who would short-

cut even the steps!  (He wanted me to warn everybody that 

in rainy weather, don’t descend the sloped flagstone steps 

since they might be slippery; just descend the steps.)  So, 

we as a parish thank Andrew (and his fellow Scouts who 

helped him) for increasing the safety of our parishioners.

Thanks to all the parishioners who donated 

food and money (several thousand dollars) so that many 

people in need, especially those hit hard by the recession, 

would have something to eat this Thanksgiving.
