
 

Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

 

Two great figures of Advent are John the Baptist 

and Mary the Mother of Jesus.  In our Gospel readings we 

will hear about John during the first two weeks of Advent 

and about Mary during the last two weeks of Advent.  But 

in the Hispanic community Mary will be very much on His-

panic minds all during Advent.  I would like to explain why. 

It is the belief of the universal Church that in 

1531, in Mexico City, Mary the Mother of Jesus appeared 

to the Mexican Indian Juan Diego in order for her to help 

evangelize the Americas.  The conquistadors from Spain 

had decimated the lives and culture and spirits of native 

Mexicans, and the missionaries from Spain had had little 

success with converting the natives to Christ.  So Mary in 

her conversations with Juan Diego let the indigenous peo-

ple know how much Jesus loved them and how much Mary 

wanted them to love her Son.  She also miraculously im-

printed her image on Juan’s cloak which exits to this very 

day.  Instantly the Indians begged to be baptized because 

they could read the image like a hieroglyphic and under-

stood that they were loved by Mary and Jesus.  Mexicans, 

Hispanics and Catholics all over the world have never for-

gotten the miracle God worked on the land of the Ameri-

cas. 

So, the Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe will be 

celebrated on December 12.  Beginning December 3 in 

Spanish each night at 6:30 a rosary and novena prayers 

will acknowledge God’s gift in Mary, and at 7:00 we will 

celebrate the Eucharist and remember some aspect of 

God’s love revealed through Mary of Guadalupe.  Before 

and after each Mass a group of our young Hispanic parish-

ioners will reenact the dances of indigenous dancers called 

Matachines to the sound of a lively drum. 

Since some of you come from various parts of the 

United States and may have never seen these celebrations, 

I wanted you to know about them and the great miracle of 

Guadalupe.  This feast was the favorite of Pope John Paul II, 

and he delighted in visiting the shrine and rejoicing with 

the people of Mexico and inviting all Catholics to rejoice.  

On Saturday, December 12, I would like to invite you to 

attend that 8:30 morning Mass in English, learn about this 

significant apparition of Mary in the Americas and cele-

brate God’s favor to us.

Dos grandes figuras del Adviento son Juan “El 

Bautista” y María la Madre de Jesús. En nuestras lecturas 

del Evangelio vamos a escuchar acerca de Juan durante las 

dos primeras semanas de Adviento y acerca de María 

durante las últimas dos semanas de Adviento. Pero en la 

comunidad Hispana María estará más presente en su 

mente durante todo el Adviento. Me gustaría explicar 

porqué. 

Es una creencia de la Iglesia universal que en 1531 

en la Ciudad de México María Madre de Jesús apareció al 

Indio Mexicano Juan Diego para ayudar a la Evangelización 

de América. Los conquistadores de España desestimaron 

las vidas, cultura y espíritus de los nativos Mexicanos, y 

los misioneros de España habían tenido poco de éxito con 

la con conversión al Cristianismo de los nativos. Por eso 

María en sus conversaciones con Juan Diego les enseña a 

los indígenas cuanto los ama Jesús y cuanto María desea 

que amen a su Hijo. Ella también milagrosamente pinta su 

imagen en el ayate de Juan Diego el cual existe 

actualmente.  

Es por esto, que la Fiesta de Nuestra Señora de 

Guadalupe será celebrada en 12 de Diciembre. Inicia el 3 

de Diciembre con el rosario en Español a las 6:30 y la 

novena será ofrecido a María como el regalo de Dios, y a 

las 7:00 vamos a celebrar la Eucaristía y recordar algunos 

aspectos del amor de Dios revelados a través de María de 

Guadalupe. Antes y después de cada Misa un grupo de 

nuestros jóvenes Hispanos de la comunidad representarán 

las danzas de danzantes indígenas llamados Matachines al 

son de tambores en vivo.
