Larry Pichard  

 

 

Bishop  Farrell has invited all parishes 

of our diocese to participate in Come Home 

for Christmas .  It is sad but true ñabout 50% 

of baptized Catholics practice their faith at 

least on an occasional basis and 25% on a 

weekly basis.   

There are a variety of reasons why so 

many donõt practice their faith.  Some were 

baptized but never taught by their parents to 

practice the faith.  Some were taught but no 

longer participate.  Why?  Some got mad at a 

pope, or bishop, or priest or fellow parish-

ioner.  Some have been scandalized by the 

tragic priest abuse cases we have seen in the 

last 15 years. Some have married outside the 

Church.  Some have chosen to walk away from 

the commandments and life in Christ.  

Whatever the case, Jesus the Good 

Shepherd seeks out the lost sheep.  Like the 

father of the Prodigal Son, Jesus earnestly 

waits for his children to come home.  And so, 

we the Church want to seek out those who are 

no longer participating.  

In the next few weeks we will be giving 

you more information on how we can wel-

come them back, not just for Christmas, but 

for every Sunday.  For right now be thinking 

about your own family, your neighbors, your 

friends.  How can you invite them?
