Fourth Sunday of Advent

Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

In last week’s bulletin | commented upon our
new Site Plan that shows the relationship between
our new main Church/chapel and our present multi-
purpose building.

Today | would like to describe our plaza. The
first thing that you notice is that it unifies the
Church, chapel and our present building. The vari-
ous levels are not only dictated by the nature slope
of our property that is higher on the east. By means
of stairs and ramps, they help us to gradually ascend
to the Church. You remember that most ancient
churches and public buildings have steps, not just to
prevent flooding, but to invite us to psychologically
and spiritually ascend to a higher place. It’s all
about transcendence, rising above the ordinary and
secular and moving into the celestial, the realm of
God. Of course, that is why Church interiors and ex-
teriors are always lofty. Our plaza’s gradual ascent
help us psychologically and spiritually to “come up to
a higher place.”

In one quadrant of the plaza we will have a
quiet meditation garden and path, maybe with out-
door Stations of the Cross and private benches to
help us reflect. It will be surrounded by trees and
flowers in season.

Another quadrant is a terrace shaded by trees
and providing outdoor tables and seats for people to
sit with coffee and donuts and visit with each other.

Another quadrant would host a bell tower,
which maybe we can afford now or maybe to be built
later.

The crosswalk of the east-west spine and the
north-south walk could host a statue of St. Francis.
There will be plenty of outdoor gathering space there
for us to visit before or after Mass.

The east-west spine would run from the
Church to our future education area so that we are
visually uniting our campus. We are calling that
spine the “Holy Walk.” Why? Parking lots can be bru-
tal, like you find surrounding most malls and big box
stores. So, our Holy Walk is intended to allow us to
come from the west parking lot and transition from
the secular to the sacred along a nice tree-lined and
landscaped path.

We are really working hard on the plaza with
the hope that it embraces us and welcomes us to the
spiritual home of St. Francis.

En el udltimo boletin yo comenté acerca de
nuestro nuevo Proyecto de la Iglesia que muestra la
relacion entre la nueva lIglesia principal/capilla y
nuestro actual edificio multi-usos.

Hoy quisiera describir nuestra plaza. La
primera cosa que notamos es que unifica la Iglesia,
la capilla y nuestro edificio actual. Los varios niveles
no solo son dedicados por la forma natural de la
propiedad que es mas alta en el lado este. Por medio
de los escalones y rampas, nos ayudan gradualmente
a ascender a la lIglesia. Ustedes recuerdan que la
mayoria de las iglesias antiguas y edificios publicos
tiene escalones, no solo para prevenir inundaciones,
pero para invitarnos psicolégicamente y
espiritualmente ascender al lugar mas alto. Todo
esto se trata de trascendencia, elevarnos arriba de lo
ordinario y seglar para movernos a lo celestial, al
reino de Dios. Por supuesto, ésta es la razén porque
el interior y exterior de la Iglesia son siempre altos.
El ascenso gradual de nuestra plaza nos ayuda
psicolégicamente y espiritualmente a “ir hacia el
lugar mas alto”.

En un cuadrante de la plaza nosotros
tendremos un jardin y camino de meditacién en
silencio, tal vez con Estaciones de la Cruz al exterior
y bancas privadas para ayudarnos a reflexionar.
Estard rodeado de arboles y flores de la estacion.

Otro cuadrante es la terraza techada por
arboles, mesas y sillas de exterior para que la gente
se siente con café y donas y compartir con los otros.

Otro cuadrante hospedara la torre de la
campana, que posiblemente podemos solventar
ahora o tal vez construir mas adelante.

El cruce del camino central de lado este-oeste
y norte-sur podria ser para una estatua de San
Francisco. Habra suficiente espacio en el exterior
para que nosotros nos encontremos antes o después
de Misa.

El lado principal este-oeste correra de la
Iglesia a nuestra futura darea de educacién, asi
nosotros visualmente unimos nuestro campus.
Nosotros estamos llamando la espina dorsal “Camino
Santo”. jPor qué? Los estacionamientos pueden ser
brutales, como ustedes encuentran alrededor de la
mayoria de los centros comerciales y grandes
tiendas. Asi, nuestro Camino Santo esta pensado
para permitirnos venir del lado oeste del
estacionamiento y transitar de lo seglar a lo sagrado
a lo largo de una agradable linea-arbolada y un
jardin como sendero.

Nosotros estamos realmente trabajando
mucho en la plaza con la esperanza que ésta nos
abrace y nos de la bienvenida al hogar espiritual de
San Francisco.

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Bishop Farrell is promoting a diocesan-wide outreach
called Catholics, Come Home for Christmas. In other
parts of this bulletin we will give you lots of informa-
tion about what our parish will offer. But in this arti-
cle we would like to reflect upon what all of our pa-
rishioners can do.

We all know that some Catholics come to Church
only on Christmas and Easter. Our job is not to criti-
cize, but to welcome. Some returning Catholics work
up the courage to come back to Mass, but they feel
nervous because they don’t know anybody. Some-
times they say that nobody even said a word to
them. They say that when they go to the churches of
other Christian denominations, they are greeted
warmly.

So, in a special way this Christmas, let’s make a firm
decision to greet and engage and introduce our-
selves to every single person that we encounter.
That can be done before Mass in the parking lot or
plaza. You could do it even in the Narthex of the
Church. You could even do it reverently even in
Church before Mass as you scoot into a row of chairs
or after Mass as you depart.

One of our very active parish members is being
transferred to a city out west. The husband first
scouted out parishes online. Then he visited several
on a Sunday. Some he found to be cold. However,
at one parish he was warmly welcomed. He decided
that that one would be his parish. He is now search-
ing to buy a house in that neighborhood.

You have no idea how powerful is your welcome.
Remember that Jesus said, “l was a stranger and you
welcomed me.” You just might be welcoming Jesus!

Christmas Mass Schedule: This Christmas Eve we
are expanding the number of Masses. Last year our
two English Masses were 4:00 and 6:00 p.m. Our
Church interior seats 900. But during the 4:00 Mass,
which we advertized as our “Children’s Mass,” 3200
people overwhelmed the main space, crowded into
the narthex, overflowed into both lateral hallways,
and spilled outside into the plaza!

This year we will offer three English Masses on
Christmas Eve—3:00, 5:00, 7:00. Now, don’t every-
body head to the 3:00 Mass!!! Please spread out be-
cause all of our Christmas Masses are “Children’s
Masses”—for children of all ages since we are all chil-
dren of God.

And, of course, we will have our classic Midnight
Mass. “What time does Midnight Mass start?” is the
most common question our office receives. It’s
easy—Midnight!!!

And, of course, we will have one English Mass on
Christmas Day—10:00 a.m.

Christmas Carols begin at 11:15 pm on Christmas
Eve, immediately before Midnight Mass.

Catholics Come Home for Christmas. Christmas is
a time for coming home. Many people during this
season, when they can, do travel home to celebrate

and be with family and friends. This Christmas, St.
Francis would like to invite Catholics who have been
away from the Church to come back to their spiritual
home. We want to welcome back our brothers and
sisters who, for whatever reason, have been away.
Often those who return to the Church and the prac-
tice of their faith have many questions and concerns.
In order to assist Catholics who want to return to the
practice of their faith, we are offering six sessions to
answer those questions and discuss the foundations
of our faith. These sessions will be held on February
9, 23, March 2,9, 16 & 23 from 7:00 to 9:00pm. The
topics will be:

Session 1: Welcome and Getting to Know One An-
other/The Church Today. In this session we will get
an overview of the series, allow for the participants
and team to get to know one another, and discuss
where the Church is at today. Has it changed since
you’ve been away? What do these changes mean?
What is my place in the Church?

Session 2: Sacraments. In this session we will review
the sacraments and the purpose of living a sacra-
mental life. We’'ll discuss the importance of a vital
sacramental life both for us as individuals and for
the life of the parish.

Session 3: Marriage, divorce, and annulments. What
does the Church teach about marriage? What if | am
divorced? Remarried? If my current marital status is
not recognized by the Church, what steps to | need
to take? We want to answer these questions and pro-
vide pastoral guidance to help those who have mar-
riage issues that need to be resolved.

Session 4: A Journey through the Mass. The celebra-
tion of the Eucharist is called the source and summit
of our faith. In this session we will walk through the
various parts of the Mass, discuss what they mean,
and become reacquainted with our greatest source
of spiritual nourishment.

Session 5: Reconciliation. Celebrating the sacrament
of reconciliation is a healing celebration for the soul.
In this session, we will discuss reconciliation, why we
confess our sins, and how God uses this sacrament
to heal and strengthen us along the way of our spiri-
tual journey.

Session 6: “We believe”: What is the Catholic faith?
Really? In this final session, we will discuss our pro-
fession of faith and what it means to have a Catholic
identity.

In each session, we will allow
ample time for question, an-
swer, and discussion. Please
share this with your Catholic
friends and family who have
been away who may be ready
to return to the Church.
