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The Diocesan -approved Site Plan, shown below, was presented to the parish at Mass on 5 and 6 December and will remain for 

viewing in the Narthex.    Parishioners have submitted many appreciated suggestions to consider for the new church de-

sign.   While all may not be feasible, financially or liturgically, we will strive to incorporate as many as possible.   Additiona l com-

ments can be sent to the Building Committee via e -mail to newchurch@stfoafrisco.org.  

 

Our next step is to finalize the Schematic Design, the rough conceptual presentation of both the new church and the day 

chapel.   As part of the process, we meet regularly with the Diocesan Sacred Places Commission to ensure that both designs meet 

practical and liturgical requirements.   Once the Schematic is approved, it will be presented to the parish at Mass sometime in t he 

first quarter of 2010.   Looking ahead, our next planning documents will be the Design Development Document drawings, which 

outline the details of both buildings.   In other words, exact electrical plans, shrine and stained glass , heating and ventilati on 

ducting, lighting, etc. Still later, a more refined set of plans is called for in the process; the Construction Document draw ing s 

which are the final plans for construction used by the contractor.   Similarly, we are working closely with the Diocese to constr uct 

a project budget.   Once that planning document has been approved, it will be published in the Monthly Newsletter.  

 

Once we have Diocesan approval on the budget and our Design Document drawings are near completion, we will establish a con-

struction schedule.   A specific start date will depend on the success of a renewed Capital Campaign and an improved econ-

omy.   We all need to pray for both.   If you have questions, please contact the Development Office at  972 -712 -2645, ext 351.

Mirando hacia delante, nuestro 

próxima planificación de documentos será el Diseño del Desarrollo del Documento del Dibujo, que tendrá los detalles de ambos 

edificios; en otras palabras, el exacto plan eléctrico, la decoración de los vidrios pintados, ductos de calefacción y ventil ación, 

iluminación, etc. Más adelante, un plan más detallado se pondrá en proceso y es el Documento del Dibujo de la Construcción qu e 

es plan final de la Construcción que será usado por el contratista. Similarmente, estamos trabajando muy de cerca con la 

Diócesis para preparar un proyecto de presupuesto. Una vez que este documento de planificación sea aprobado, será publicado 

en Boletín Mensual.  

  

Una vez que tengamos la aprobación Diocesana del presupuesto y que el Documento de nuestro  Diseño esté casi completo, 

estableceremos una fecha de construcción. Una fecha específica de comienzo depende del suceso de una Campaña renovada de 

Recaudación de Fondos y una mejora economía.
