Views from the Pastor—MSsgr. Larry Pichard

For most people, Christmas is over. They
have taken down the Christmas trees, put away the
decorations and lights, and cleaned up after all the
parties. The young are heading back to school, and
everybody else is heading back to work. Christmas
is just a memory.

But not for the Church. Believe it or not, the
Christmas season extends all the way to the Feast of
the Baptism of the Lord, and that’s January 10 this
year! Why so long? The whole Christmas celebration
of the Incarnation of the Son of God really developed
only about 250-300 years after Christ. After watch-
ing Mediterranean pagans celebrating the birth of
their god of wine and after watching the Roman pa-
gans celebrating the birth of their sun god,
we decided to celebrate the birth of the Son
of God. The pagans had used the word
“epiphany” or manifestation as synonymous
with birth—their gods were born or mani-
fested or “epiphanied” to the world.

We Christians borrowed that word
epiphany to refer to the several times the
Son of God manifested his divinity to the
world. First is his Incarnation or birth. Sec-
ond is his manifestation to the shepherds
and Magi. Third was his first public manifes-
tation or epiphany as an adult—when he was
baptized at age 30. Fourth was his first
miracle or manifestation of his divinity—
when at Cana he turned water into wine.

Since it was too hard for the Church to cele-
brate all those manifestations at once, we spread
them out through what we now call the Christmas
season. Christ’s manifestation was like a diamond
which we need to rotate to see the prismatic colors
and be amazed. So, in spite of what the world is do-
ing, continue to take some time to think about how
the Son of God revealed himself and changed your
life in so many ways!

Nosotros Cristianos pedimos prestada la

palabra epifania para referir a las diferentes

veces en las que el Hijo de Dios manifesté su
divinidad al mundo. Primero es su

Encarnacion o nacimiento. Segundo es su

manifestacién a los pastores y Magos.

Tercero fue su primer manifestacién publica

o epifania como adulto —cuando fue

bautizado a la edad de 30. La cuarta fue con
su primer milagro o manifestacion de su divinidad—
cuando en Cana él convirtié agua en vino.

Debido a que fue muy dificil para la Iglesia
celebrar todas estas manifestaciones en una sola
vez, las separamos y ahora lo Illamamos la
temporada de Navidad. La manifestacion de Cristo
fue como un diamante que necesitamos girar para
ver los prismas colores y sorprendernos. Asi, a pesar
de que el mundo lo esta haciendo, sigue tomando
tiempo pensar acerca de como el Hijo de Dios se
revela a si mismo y jcambia su vida en tantas
diferentes maneras!
