During the next few weeks in my Views or in other
sections of the weekly bulletin or monthly newslet-
ter, we will be commenting upon the other sugges-
tions that you have made. While we will not be able
to implement everybody’s dreams, we are consider-
ing everybody’s suggestions. We appreciate them
and we learn from them. | ask that as you get new
ideas for possible consideration, please forward
them to the e-mail address above or contact the De-
velopment Office. Some things we definitely not be
able to do, and we will explain why, whether it would
be financially impossible or not allowed by the
Church or the diocese.
