Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

In last week’s bulletin | began a series com-
menting upon the suggestions that you made on De-
cember 5-6 regarding the design of our new Church. |
explained that many of you want a traditional Church
with stained glass, statues, pews, kneelers, etc. That is
indeed what we have been planning all along.

Some people suggested that we build a Church
for 2500-3500. Two problems: we could never afford
the $25-35 million price tag for just the building, and if
the Church is too big, some people would be so far
away from the altar that they would need binoculars!
We and liturgical experts believe that 1500 is about the
limit for being able to intimately participate visually.

There was a very positive response to the sepa-
rate chapel, seating 300, where we can celebrate daily
Mass, small weddings and funerals, the sacrament of
reconciliation, and the opportunity for Eucharistic ado-
ration. Other great advantages are that we don’t have
to heat and air-condition the big Church during the
weekdays and that we can push the big Church closer
to our existing building and avoid having to build a re-
taining wall along Rogers which would have cost several
hundred thousand dollars! | would rather put that
money into a nice chapel than a retaining wall. By the
way, somebody objected to having weddings in the
chapel because the aisle would not be long enough for
the bride. We had already decided that wedding cou-
ples can choose to have the wedding in the big Church
or the chapel—it’s their choice, and the same choice
applies to funerals.

Just to let you know, Tiseo Paving, the company
that is constructing El Dorado Parkway from the North
Dallas Tollway to Preston Road, will be using a portion
of the western part of our property to mix the concrete.
They are also filling in with dirt that very low western
part of our property. We are happy to cooperate be-
cause if they use our property, we will have access to
the new El Dorado much faster!

En el boletin de la semana pasada inicié una
serie de comentarios acerca de las sugerencias que
ustedes hicieron el 5 y 6 de Diciembre considerando el
diseio de nuestra nueva Iglesia. Yo expliqué que
muchos de ustedes querian una lIglesia tradicional con
vitrales, estatuas, bancas, reclinatorios, etc. Que es lo
que verdaderamente hemos estado planeando todo el
tiempo.

Algunas personas sugirieron que nosotros
construyamos una Iglesia para 2500-3500 personas.
Hay dos problemas con esta propuesta: nosotros no
podemos alcanzar los $25-35 millones que cuesta por
solo la construccién, y si la Iglesia es tan grande,
jalgunas personas estaran muy lejos del altar y ellos
necesitaran binoculares! Nosotros y expertos litlrgicos
creen que 1500 es aproximadamente el limite para
permitir una intima participacion visual.

Hubo un respuesta muy positiva para separar la
capilla, con 300 asientos, donde podemos celebrar las
Misas diarias, pequefas bodas vy funerales, el
sacramento de reconciliacion, y la oportunidad de la
adoracion Eucaristica. Otra de las grandes ventajas es
que nosotros no tenemos que encender la calefaccién y
el aire acondicionado en la Iglesia grande entre semana
y podemos poner la Iglesia grande mas cerca de
nuestro actual edificio y evitar construir una pared de
contencién. Por cierto, alguien estaba en desacuerdo de
tener las bodas en la capilla porque el pasillo no seria
suficiente largo para la novia. Nosotros ya hemos
decidido que los novios pueden escoger tener la boda
en la Iglesia grande o en la capilla—ésta es su eleccion,
y la misma eleccion aplica para funerales.

El contratista Tiseo Paving que esta
construyendo la calle El Dorado desde la Autopista
North Dallas Tollway hacia Preston Rd, va a utilizar una
parte de nuestro terreno para preparar el concreto.
También, van a llenar con tierra aquella parte que ahora
estd muy baja. Nos gusta cooperar con ellos porque
asi, tendremos la nueva calle El Dorado construida mas
pronto.
