Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

Two weeks ago I began a series commenting upon the 

suggestions that you made on December 5-6 regarding the design 

of our new Church.  I need to clarify the various phases of archi-

tectural development in the building of any structure, whether 

sacred or secular. 

The first phase is the Master Plan or the Site Plan that 

illustrates the whole property and the relationships between the 

present buildings and the proposed buildings.  We showed you 

that plan on December 5-6, and it can still be seen on the walls of 

the narthex. 

Next comes the Schematic Phase.  It shows a rough 

sketch of the exterior and interior of the new buildings.  It in-

cludes a “floor plan” seen from above, like you might see in the 

design of a house.  But it also presents a general “elevation” or a 

view of the exterior of the building that you might behold from 

the perspective of a pedestrian.  The disadvantage is that it does-

n’t show much detail, but the advantage is that is can be easily 

changed by the architect’s eraser and pencil, and that kind of 

change would be extremely costly at a later stage. 

The Design Development Phase then begins to fill in 

the interior spaces, and in a Church, it would show the locations 

of the altar, ambo, chairs, Eucharistic chapel and tabernacle, choir, 

sacristy, pews, baptistery, statuary, and windows.  It would also 

present the locations of the various rooms of the narthex, like 

restrooms, sacristies, bride room, storage, etc.  The Design Devel-

opment would not show what each items looks like. 

Finally, the Construction Documents Phase fills in eve-

rything, exact detail and measurements and designs.  The advan-

tage of this phase is that you can perceive every part of the 

Church and its furnishings.  The disadvantage is that it is ex-

tremely difficult and extremely costly to change the design. 

This architectural process is slow but has evolved in or-

der to produce the best buildings.  It’s like an artist, poet, novelist 

who does a rough sketch but only gradually begins to fill in the 

design.  But it can be frustrating to the non-professional parish-

ioner who may want to know what every statue looks like from the 

very beginning.  Not possible.  But this gradual process allows the 

design to evolve by the help of the architect’s sudden inspirations, 

the building committee’s ruminations, the parishioners’ sugges-

tions, and various creative flashes of insight along the way. 

At each stage of the process the Bishop’s Sacred Places 

Commission and Diocesan Building Commission have to review 

and approve the plan since each parish Church is the responsibil-

ity of the parish and the Bishop.  All projects of the diocese must 

have the approval of the Bishop since all projects have to conform 

to civil codes and Church principles.  You and I are pilgrims along 

the way but the buildings will be here for future generations who 

will be either inspired or burdened by our decisions.  May the Lord 

help us build His Church! 

 

Visiones del Párroco—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

Hace dos semanas inicié una serie de comentarios acerca 

de las sugerencias que hicieron el 5-6 de Diciembre respecto al 

diseño de nuestra nueva Iglesia. Necesito aclarar las diferentes 

fases del desarrollo arquitectónico en la construcción de cualquier 

estructura, cualquiera que sea sagrado o seglar.  

La primera fase es el Plan Maestro o el Plan del Lugar 

que ilustra el terreno completo y las relaciones entre el edificio 

actual y el edificio propuesto. Nosotros enseñamos este plan el 5-

6 de Diciembre y sigue puesto en la pared del nártex. 

Después es la Fase Esquemática. Ésta muestra un 

bosquejo del exterior e interior de los nuevos edificios. Este 

incluye un “plano del piso” visto desde arriba, como si ustedes 

vieran el diseño de una casa. Pero este también presenta una 

“elevación” general o una vista del exterior  del edifico que se 

perciba desde la perspectiva de un peatón. La desventaja es que 

este no muestra mucho detalle, pero la ventaja es que puede ser 

fácilmente cambiado por el lápiz y el borrador de arquitectos, y 

este tipo de cambios podrían ser extremadamente costosos en 

una etapa posterior.    

La Fase del Desarrollo del Diseño inicia después para 

llenar el espacio interior, y en una Iglesia, mostrará las 

ubicaciones del altar, ambón, sillas, la Capilla Eucarística y 

sagrario, coro, sacristía, bancas, bautisterio, santuario, y 

ventanas. También éste presentará las ubicaciones de varios 

salones del nártex, baños, sacristías, privado de novia, almacén, 

etc. El Desarrollo del Diseño no mostrará como se ve cada cosa.  

Finalmente, la Fase de Documentos de la Construcción 

llenará cada detalle, medidas y diseño. La ventaja de esta fase es 

que puedes percibir cada parte de la Iglesia y su mobiliario. La 

desventaja es que es extremadamente difícil y extremadamente 

costoso para cambiar el diseño.  

Este proceso de arquitectura es lento pero ha 

evolucionado para construir los mejores edificios. Es como un 

artista, poeta, novelista quienes hacen un bosquejo pero 

gradualmente crean el diseño. Pero este puede ser frustrante para 

los miembros de la parroquia no-profesionales que quieren saber 

como se va a ver cada estatua desde el inicio. No es posible. Pero 

este proceso gradual permite evolucionar el diseño para las 

inspiraciones espontáneas del arquitecto, las reflexiones del 

comité de construcción, las sugerencias de los miembros de la 

parroquia, y diferentes aportaciones creativas que surgen en el 

camino.   

En cada etapa del proceso la Comisión del Obispo de 

Lugares Sagrados y la Comisión Diocesana de Construcción deben 

revisar y aprobar el plano ya que cada parroquia es 

responsabilidad de la parroquia y del Obispo. Todos los proyectos 

en la diócesis deben ser aprobados por el Obispo ya que todos los 

proyectos deben ir conforme los códigos civiles y los principios de 

la Iglesia. Ustedes y yo somos peregrinos en el camino, pero los 

edificios estarán aquí para futuras generaciones quienes serán 

inspirados o desilusionados por nuestras decisiones. ¡Que el 

Señor nos ayuda a construir Su Iglesia!
