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Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

Last Sunday in my Views I wrote about the various 

phases of the architectural process of designing a Church 

or any major building.  The Master Plan arranges the 

buildings on the property.  The Schematic Plan is a rough 

sketch of the new building.  The Design Development 

Plan shows more detail and major furnishings.  The Con-

struction Documents Plan fills in all detail and shows 

every nut and bolt, nook and cranny. 

Soon we will present to you the Schematic Plan, 

the rough sketch of the exterior and the interior of the 

Church and the separate chapel.  It will not include all the 

detail of the final plan, but it will give you a general idea of 

the forms, shapes and structure of the Church and chapel. 

This new design is different from the previous 

plan.  Don’t expect it to be the same. The previous plan 

was very expensive and ornate. It was probably not afford-

able.  In fact, the first estimate of the cost of just the 

Church itself (not including parking, permits, utilities etc) 

in the previous plan came in at about $30 million. Both the 

parish building committee and the diocese worked hard to 

reduce that figure a lot and to simplify the building, but 

Bishop Farrell felt that it was still too expensive and or-

nate.  He told us to start over. 

The new design will be much more affordable—

hopefully around $11 million for the Church itself (not in-

cluding parking, permits, utilities etc).  It will be a simpler 

building.  But more affordable and simpler are good 

things.  Even $11 million for the Church itself and several 

million more for all the other building expenses will be a 

stretch for us.  We could not have afforded the other de-

sign. 

Simpler is a good thing too.  In fact, ever since the 

Second Vatican Council, the Vatican in many liturgical 

documents wants churches and church art to incarnate 

“noble simplicity.”  In the document General Instructions of 

the Roman Missal, paragraph 292 states: “Church decor 

should contribute toward the church’s noble simplicity 

rather than ostentation. In the choice of materials for 

church appointments there should be a concern for 

genuineness of materials and an intent to foster the 

instruction of the faithful and the dignity of the entire 

sacred place.” 

“Noble simplicity” is hard to define, but I will try.  

Noble means beautiful, elegant, inspiring.  Simplicity 

means not gaudy, ostentatious, overly elaborate, extrava-

gant.  When I was a seminarian studying in Rome, I visited 

probably a hundred churches—all very beautiful, elaborate, 

extravagant.  I felt like I was in a museum.  I didn’t find 

them prayerful.  Then I made a trip to Assisi.  When I ap-

proached the Church of St. Claire, I was drawn to the sim-

ple façade.  Inside, I was inspired by the simplicity of plain 

white walls that captured the simplicity of Francis, Claire, 

and Jesus.  Instantly I was motivated to kneel and pray.  My 

fellow seminarians left after a while to tour other sites, but 

I stayed and prayed and caught up with them later.  I had 

been touched by “noble simplicity.” 

That is what we are trying to create in our new 

Church, and I hope you feel the same when you see it. 

 

Visiones del Párroco—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

El último Domingo en mis Visiones escribí acerca 

del proceso de las diferentes etapas arquitectónicas de 

diseñar una Iglesia o cualquier otro edificio de esta 

magnitud. El Plan Maestro muestra los edificios en la 

propiedad. El Plan del Esquema es un bosquejo del nuevo 

edificio. El Plan de Desarrollo de Diseño muestra más 

detalle y el mobiliario más notorio. El Plan de Documento 

de Construcción muestra en detalle cada tornillo, tuerca, 

esquina y rincón.  

Pronto presentaremos el Plan del Esquema, el 

bosquejo del exterior e interior de la Iglesia y la capilla 

separada. Éste no incluye todo el detalle del plano final, 

pero tenemos una idea general de las formas, contorno y 

estructura de la Iglesia y capilla.  

Este nuevo diseño es diferente del plan anterior. 

No esperen que sea el mismo. El plan anterior fue muy 

costoso y ostentoso,  que posiblemente no podíamos 

pagarlo. De hecho, el primer costo estimado era solo de la 

Iglesia (no incluyó el estacionamiento, permisos, 

instalaciones, etc); este costaba alrededor de $30 millones. 

Ambos el comité del edificio y la diócesis trabajaron 

mucho para reducir y simplificar el edificio. Pero el Obispo 

Farrell finalmente pensó que todavía éste fue muy costoso 

y ostentoso. El nos pidió empezar nuevamente.  

El nuevo diseño será mucho más económico—

esperamos  alrededor de $11 millones para solo la Iglesia 

(no incluye estacionamiento, permisos, instalaciones, etc). 

Este será un edificio más sencillo. Pero  económico y 

sencillo son buenas cualidades. Aún los $11 millones para 

solo la Iglesia y algunos costos más serán para nosotros 

un esfuerzo. Nosotros no habríamos logrado financiar el 

otro diseño.  

 “Más sencillo” es una buena cosa. De hecho, 

desde el Concilio  Vaticano Segundo en muchos 

documentos litúrgicos indica que las iglesias y el arte de la 

iglesia encarnen una “noble sencillez”. En el documento de 

Instrucción General del Misal Romano, el estatuto en el 

párrafo 279 menciona: “La ornamentación de la iglesia 

ayude más a una noble sencillez que a la pomposa 

ostentación. Y en la elección de los materiales 

ornamentales, mírese a la autenticidad procurando que 

contribuyan a la formación de los fieles y a la dignidad de 

todo el lugar.” 

 “Noble sencillez” es difícil de definir, pero voy a 

tratar. Noble significa hermoso, elegante, inspirado. 

Sencillez significa no llamativo, ostentoso, sobre 

elaborado, extravagante. Cuando yo estaba en el seminario 

estudiando en Roma, visité probablemente ciento de 

iglesias—todas muy hermosas, elaboradas, extravagantes. 

Yo sentí que estaba en un museo. No encontré un lugar de 

oración. Después realicé un viaje a Asís. Cuando me 

aproximé a la Iglesia de Santa Clara, estaba encantado de 

la sencillez de su fachada. En el interior, yo estaba 

inspirado por la sencillez del blanco de las paredes que 

capturaba la sencillez de Francisco, Clara y Jesús. Al 

instante estaba de rodillas y orando. Mis compañeros del 

seminario fueron a recorrer otros lugares de la ciudad, 

pero yo permanecí y oré, y los alcancé más tarde. Yo 

estaba inspirado por la “noble sencillez”. 

Éso es lo que estamos tratando de crear en 

nuestra nueva Iglesia, y espero que ustedes encuentren la 

misma sencillez que yo veo.
