Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Regarding the design of our new permanent
Church, last week | wrote about the Vatican’s desire
for “noble simplicity.” Today | would like to describe
in words what you will see in the Schematic design
that we will be unveiling within a few weeks.

Our inspiration has been the churches of As-
sisi. The facade of our main Church is inspired by
the simple but elegant design of the facade of the
Basilica of St. Francis in Assisi. But the general
shape of our design has been inspired by the ancient
Roman basilica. The floor plan and the front cross
section of the very first basilica of St. Peter’s in Rome
can be seen (I am sorry that this is such a long name
for a website) at http://www.cartage.org.lb/en/
themes/arts/Architec/MiddleAgesArchitectural/
EarlyChristianByzantine/BasilicaPlanChurches/
BasilicaPlanChurches.htm. Although the early basili-
cas had columns that blocked the view of some par-
ticipants, technology today allows us to span the en-
tire space with high wooden trusses that eliminate
the need for columns—it will be a giant interior
space that will seat 1500 people! The Basilica of St.
Francis is a combination of Romanesque and Gothic
styles, but our design will be more similar to the an-
cient Romanesque basilica format with rounded
arches. Please note we are not creating a “replica”
but a building inspired by the basilica form and en-
riched by the wisdom acquired by architecture of the
centuries.

The facade of our separate chapel is inspired
by the simple facade of the Church of St. Claire in
Assisi. Try http://wapedia.mobi/
thumb/333614618/en/fixed/470/432/Santa-
chiara.jpg. However, we will not have the buttresses.
The design of our chapel is not the basilica form but
a more intimate shape that allows us to be very close
to the Eucharist. The chapel is primarily a Eucharistic
chapel but one that can be used also for daily Mass,
small weddings and funerals; it seats 300. We are
looking upon this building as our “jewel”. At night
you will see the glow from dozens of windows, and
you will know that this building is special since holds
the Eucharist in the very heart of the activity of our
parish life.

Both buildings will be beautiful since we will
use as much of natural materials as we can afford.
Remember what we quoted in last week’s Views:
General Instructions of the Roman Missal, paragraph
292, states: “Church decor should contribute toward
the church’s noble simplicity rather than ostenta-
tion. In the choice of materials for church appoint-
ments there should be a concern for genuineness of
materials and an intent to foster the instruction of
the faithful and the dignity of the entire sacred
place.”

Con respecto al disefio de nuestra nueva
Iglesia permanente, la semana pasada escribi acerca
del deseo del Vaticano por la “noble sencillez”. Hoy
quisiera describir el Esquema del disefio que
develaremos en pocas semanas.

Nuestra inspiracién han sido las iglesias de
Asis. La fachada de nuestra Iglesia principal es
inspirada por el sencillo pero elegante disefio de la
fachada de la Basilica de San Francisco en Asis. Pero el
contorno de nuestro disefio ha sido inspirado en la
antigua basilica Romana. El plano de distribucién y la
cruz en la seccién de enfrente de la primera basilica
de San Pedro en Roma pueden consultarla en (lo
siento que es una direccion larga de la pagina web)
http://www.cartage.org.lb/en/themes/arts/Architec/
MiddleAgesArchitectural/EarlyChristianByzantine/
BasilicaPlanChurches/BasilicaPlanChurches.htm.
Aunque las primeras basilicas tenian columnas que
bloqueaban la vista de algunos participantes, la
tecnologia actualmente nos permite despejar todo el
espacio con vigas de madera que eliminan la
necesidad de columnas—ijéste sera un espacio interior
enorme para 1500 personas! La Basilica de San
Francisco es una combinaciéon de estilo Romantico y
Gotico, pero nuestro disefio sera mas parecido al
estilo antiguo Romantico con arcos redondeados. Por
favor considere que no estamos creando una “réplica”
pero es una inspiracion del edificio de la forma de la
basilica, enriquecida con la sabiduria adquirida por la
arquitectura a través de los siglos.

La fachada de nuestra capilla separada de la
iglesia principal esta inspirada por la sencillez de la
fachada de la Iglesia de Santa Clara en Asis. Puede
observarla enhttp://wapedia.mobi/
thumb/333614618/en/fixed/470/432/Santa-
chiara.jpg. Sin embargo, nosotros no tendremos los
contrafuertes. El disefio de nuestra capilla no es la
forma de la basilica pero tiene un contorno mas
intimo que nos permite estar muy cerca de la
Eucaristia. La capilla es primordialmente una capilla
Eucaristica pero que podemos también usarla para la
Misa diaria, para pequefias bodas y funerales; con 300
asientos. Estamos buscando que este edificio sea
nuestra “joya”. En la noche observara el resplandor de
docenas de ventanas, y ustedes reconoceran que es
un edificio especial porque tendra la Eucaristia en el
centro de las actividades de la vida de nuestra

parroquia.

Ambos edificios seran hermosos porque
utilizaremos materiales naturales que estén en
nuestras posibilidades. Recuerden lo que

mencionamos la semana pasada en las Visiones: En el
parrafo 279 de la Instruccion General del Misal
Romano: “La ornamentacion de la iglesia ayude mas a
una noble sencillez que a la pomposa ostentacion. Y
en la eleccién de los materiales ornamentales, mirese
a la autenticidad procurando que contribuyan a la
formacion de los fieles y a la dignidad de todo el
lugar.”
