Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Oh my goodness, last week I forgot to write about Ash
Wednesday and the coming of Lent. Nowadays I have to pre-
pare the bulletin a week in advance; I was so caught up in writ-
ing about our new Church that Lent slipped my mind! Forgive
me! So, today I do an update on this great spiritual season of
Lent.

Lent gradually developed in the 4™ and 5™ centuries
as a spiritual retreat for catechumens, unbaptized adults pre-
paring for sacraments of initiation—Baptism, Confirmation
and Eucharist—during the Easter Vigil. First we asked them to
fast during what we now call Holy Saturday, then for 2 days,
then a week. Then we ourselves decided to offer a sacrificial
fast for them during the same time period. Then we extended
the fast for 2 weeks, then 3...all the way up to 6 weeks. Of
course, we never fasted on those Sundays, since Sunday is al-
ways a day of rejoicing over the Resurrection of Christ which
happened on a Sunday. So, somebody multiplied 6 weeks
times 6 days, came up with 36, and then added 4 more to com-
plete the 40 days! Thus, Lent grew to 40 days (recalling the 40
days that Jesus fasted in the desert) and began with Ash
Wednesday.

Since it began with fasting and praying for catechu-
mens, even today we should be fasting and praying for our
catechumens. Any spiritual sacrifice that you do during Lent,
you should offer for our catechumens so that God would trans-
form their hearts and prepare them for their sacraments.

As an example of that sacrifice, the Church insists
that we abstain from meat on the Fridays of Lent. This applies
to all who have completed their 14™ year.

Then we also have the custom of denying ourselves
some pleasure during Lent, again applying that sacrifice for
our catechumens. We can also engage in extra prayer, atten-
dance at daily Mass or Adoration, reflecting upon the Bible, or
whatever we want.

In addition to praying for our catechumens, we also
pray for our candidates. They have been baptized in other
Christian denominations, and now they want to become
Catholic. At the Easter Vigil we will invite them to make a
Profession of Faith in the Catholic Church and receive the sac-
rament of Confirmation. Please offer your sacrifices for them,
too.

Of course, you can also offer your sacrifices for other
people who might be struggling financially, medically, emo-
tionally, or spiritually. Our prayers and sacrifices have power,
so please use this time of Lent for real prayer for others and
yourself.

On another note, starting tomorrow Fr Vincent will
be away for a week as he returns to Houston to celebrate Mass
for his Nigerian community where he served as a seminarian.
Now they will have the joy of having him as a priest for a few
days.

Since we probably will not be able to find a priest to
help me with confessions Thursday evening at 6:00 p.m., nor
Friday evening at 7:00 p.m., nor Saturday afternoon at 3:30
p.m., please be merciful to me since I will be alone in the con-
fessional. On Sunday, Fr Dan Clayton will celebrate the 11:30
Mass, and Fr Alphonse Nazarro will celebrate the 6:00 p.m.
Mass. Fr Vincent will be back on duty here at St Francis on
Wednesday, March 3.

Dios mio, la semana pasada olvidé escribir acerca del
Miércoles de Ceniza y la Cuaresma. Actualmente tengo que
preparar el boletin una semana antes; yo estaba tan enfocado
escribiendo acerca de la nueva Iglesia que jCuaresma estaba fuera
de mi mente! {Discilpenme! Por lo tanto, ahora voy a actualizarme
acerca de este gran tiempo espiritual de Cuaresma.

Cuaresma se desarrollé poco a poco en los siglos 4 y 5¢
como un retiro espiritual para catecimenos, adultos no bautizados
preparandose para los sacramentos de iniciacion—Bautismo,
Confirmacién y Eucaristia—durante la Vigilia Pascual. Primero
pedimos a ellos ayunar durante lo que ahora llamamos Sabado de
Gloria, después por 2 dias, luego una semana. Después nosotros
decidimos ofrecer un sacrifico de ayuno por ellos durante el mismo
periodo de tiempo. Posteriormente extendimos el ayuno por 2
semanas, luego 3...todo el proceso hasta 6 semanas. Por supuesto,
nosotros no ayunamos durante esos Domingos, ya que el Domingo
es siempre un dia de gozo por la Resurreccion de Cristo que sucedio
en Domingo. Asi, alguien multiplicé 6 semanas por 6 dias, que eran
36 dias y después afiadieron 4 mds para completar los 40 dias.
Entonces, Cuaresma crecio a 40 dias (recordando los 40 dias que
Jesus ayuno en el desierto) e inici6 con el Miércoles de Ceniza.

Considerando que la Cuaresma inicié con ayuno y oracion
por los catecimenos, todavia actualmente nosotros debemos
ayunar y orar por nuestros catecumenos. Cualquier sacrificio
espiritual que ustedes realicen durante Cuaresma, deben ofrecerlos
por nuestros catecumenos asi Dios transformard sus corazones y los
preparard para sus sacramentos.

Como un ejemplo de sacrificio, es abstenerse durante
los viernes de Cuaresma (requisito para los que tienen 14 afios de
edad en adelante) quiere decir no comer carne—ni carne roja, ni
carne blanca como pollo o puerco. Si, podemos comer pescado y
todo el marisco, pero no carne de animales de la tierra ni del
aire. La razon de la abstinencia es que queremos participar en un
sacrificio, en la cruz de Cristo. Asi comenzamos esta temporada de
Cuaresma. Cada viernes de Cuaresma es dia de abstinencia.

Ademads nosotros también tenemos la costumbre de negar
a nosotros mismos el placer durante la Cuaresma nuevamente
ofreciendo el sacrificio por nuestros catecimenos. Nosotros
también podemos tener el compromiso de orar mds, asistir a Misa
diario o Adoracion, reflexionar sobre la Biblia, o cualquier otra cosa
que nosotros queremos.

Aparte de orar por nuestros catecimenos, también
nosotros oramos por nuestros candidatos. Ellos han sido bautizados
en otras denominaciones Cristianas, y ahora ellos quieren
convertirse en Catolicos. En la Vigilia Pascual vamos a invitar a ellos
a hacer una Profesién de Fe en la Iglesia Catdlica y recibir el
sacramento de la Confirmacion. También, por favor ofrezcan sus
sacrificios por ellos.

Por supuesto, ustedes también pueden ofrecer sus
sacrificios por otras personas que estan en dificultades financieras,
emocionales, médicas o espirituales. Nuestras oraciones y sacrificios
son poderosos, asi que por favor utilicemos este tiempo de
Cuaresma para orar por otros y ustedes mismos.

Cambiando de tema, a partir de mafana el Padre Vincent
estard ausente por una semana; él estara en Houston para celebrar
Misa en su Comunidad de Nigeria donde él sirvié como seminarista.
Ahora ellos tendran el gozo de tenerlo como sacerdote algunos dias.

Probablemente no podremos tener a otro sacerdote para
ayudarme con las confesiones el Jueves en la tarde a las 6:00 p.m.,
ni el Viernes en la tarde de 7:00 a 9:00 p.m., ni el Sabado en la tarde
a las 3:30 p.m.; por favor sean compasivos conmigo ya que estaré
solo en el confesionario. El Domingo el Padre Dan Clayton
celebrara la misa a las 11:30, el Padre Alphonse Nazarro celebrara la
Misa a las 6:00 p.m. El Padre Vincent regresara a sus labores en St.
Francis el Miércoles 3 de Marzo.
