Spring Break is around the
corner. It’s going to be really
hard to keep the spirit of
Lent. When I was a child,
there was no such thing as
Spring Break. There was lots
of support in my parish and
school to maintain the spirit
of prayer, fasting and charity
during all of Lent. But, nowadays, Spring Break is
like a big wedge that breaks up Lent.

So, what’s a poor Catholic to do? Even
though it’s hard, wherever you go or wherever
you stay, try to catch at least a little time for
prayer—morning or evening or just during a little
silent walk. Also, make at least some small sacri-
fice each day—skip a meal, or no dessert, or turn
off the TV or iPod for a little while. Think about
charity that you could show to a waiter or maid
or clerk or neighbor. Do at least something for
somebody. Don’t forget—we still abstain from
meat on the Fridays of Lent.

Just a word of warning: next weekend is
the beginning of Daylight Savings Time! “Spring
forward” late Saturday night so you won’t have
the experience of coming to Church on Sunday
and wondering, “Where is everybody?”
