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Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Way back in March I was writing about the Schematic
Plan of our new Church, and I had described the narthex, baptis-
tery, nave, and sanctuary. But on March 28 and April 4 I had to
write about Holy Week and Eastertime. Today I return to the new
Church, and I focus upon the Chapel of the Eucharist.

The Vatican’s document The General Instructions of the
Roman Missal and the US Bishops’ documents Environment and
Art in Catholic Worship and Built of Living Stones offer two op-
tions for the placement of the reserved Eucharist: either in a spe-
cial chapel connected to the nave or in the sanctuary.

Historically, the traditional placement of the reserved
Eucharist has been a special chapel where before Mass, after Mass,
and outside Mass people could be intimately close to the Eucha-
rist for prayer, devotion and adoration. That was the model of all
churches built between the 5™ and 16™ centuries. Indeed, that is
the arrangement at St. Peter’s Basilica in the Vatican, the most
important Church in the world. The tabernacle is not in the sanc-
tuary or even near the altar but is reserved in a side chapel,
marked with a special candle, adorned in an elegant way.

However, as a reaction to the Protestant Reformation in
the 16" century, newer churches built after that time wanted to
emphasize the importance of the doctrine of the Eucharist (many
Protestants had denied the Real Presence), and so those newer
churches placed the Blessed Sacrament in the sanctuary or in/on
the altar itself.

So, that is why the Church allows the second option—
the placement of the Eucharist in the sanctuary but certainly apart
from the altar.

The problem that I see with the placement of the taber-
nacle on the platform of altar, usually behind the altar, is that its
location impedes our intimacy with the Eucharist. People don’t
feel welcome to enter the sanctuary and cross behind the altar;
obviously in that arrangement we cannot have chairs or kneelers
behind the altar. So, wishing to offer the opportunity for people
to have intimacy with the Eucharist, we will have a chapel of the
Eucharist just to the right of the sanctuary. It would have very
clear visual access to the majority of the seats in the nave, Eucha-
ristic images in the area, kneelers and chairs, and, of course, an
elegant tabernacle. It is indeed part of the Church but has a pri-
vate space for meditation and adoration. I notice that in our pre-
sent Eucharistic chapel located behind the Great Hall how people
not only want to sit in the chairs that are as close as 10 feet away
from the tabernacle, but they also place a kneeler just 3 feet away
from the tabernacle precisely because they want to be very close
to the Eucharist. That is the spirit of intimacy that I want to cap-
ture in our new Eucharistic chapel in the Church.

En el mes de Marzo yo estaba escribiendo acerca del Plan
Esquematico de nuestra nueva Iglesia y yo habia explicado el
nartex, bautisterio, nave y presbiterio. Pero el 28 de Marzo y el 4
de Abril yo debia escribir acerca de la Semana Santa y la Pascua.
Hoy regreso a la nueva Iglesia, y describiré la Capilla de la
Eucaristia.

El documento del Vaticano sobre la Instruccién General
del Misal Romano vy los documentos de los Obispos de EE.UU.
Arte, Arquitectura y Devocién Catdlica y Construida de Piedras
Vivas ofrecen dos opciones para el lugar reservado a la Eucaristia:
ambas la capilla especial estd conectada a la nave o al presbiterio.

Historicamente, el lugar tradicional destinado a la
Eucaristia ha sido una capilla especial donde antes de la Misa,
después de la Misa, y fuera de la Misa la gente podia estar
intimamente cerca de la Eucaristia para orar y adorar. Ese fue el
modelo de las iglesias construidas entre los siglos V y XVI
Ademds, ese es el disefio de la Basilica de San Pedro en el
Vaticano, la Iglesia mds importante en el mundo. El sagrario no
estd en el presbiterio ni el altar, pero estd en un lado de la capilla,
acompanado de un cirio especial, adornado de una forma
distinguida/elegante.

Sin embargo, como wuna reaccion a la Reforma
Protestante en el siglo XVI, las iglesias nuevas después de ese
tiempo querian enfatizar la importancia de la doctrina de la
Eucaristia (debido a que muchos Protestantes habian negado la
Presencia Real), y por eso las iglesias nuevas colocaron el Sagrado
Sacramento en el presbiterio o en el altar mismo.

Asi, que ésta es la razon por la que la Iglesia permite una
segunda opcion—el lugar de la Eucaristia en el presbiterio pero
aparte del altar.

El problema que veo en colocar el sagrario en la
plataforma del altar, usualmente detras del altar, es que este lugar
impide nuestra intimidad con la Eucaristia. Las personas no se
sienten invitadas a pasar por el drea del presbiterio y cruzar detras
del altar; obviamente en esa forma nosotros no podemos tener
sillas o reclinatorios detrds del altar. Por lo tanto, con el deseo de
ofrecer la oportunidad a la gente de tener intimidad con la
Eucaristia, nosotros tendremos una capilla de la Eucaristia en el
lado derecho del presbiterio. Este tendra un acceso visual para la
mayoria de los asientos en la nave, imagenes de la Eucaristia en el
area, reclinatorios vy sillas, y, claro estd, un sagrario distinguido/
elegante. Este es parte de la Iglesia pero tiene un espacio privado
para la meditacion y adoracion. He notado que en nuestra actual
capilla Eucaristica localizada detras del Gran Salon las personas no
solo quieren sentarse en las sillas que estan cerca a 10 pies (3 m.)
del sagrario, ellas también se arrodillan a 3 pies (1m.) del sagrario
precisamente porque ellos quieren estar muy cerca de la
Eucaristia. Ese es el espiritu de intimidad que quiero tener en
nuestra nueva capilla Eucaristica.
