Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

 Things are moving very quickly with the planning 
of our new Church and chapel.  We have analyzed your re-
sponses to our presentation of the Schematic Plans that we 
rolled out on March 7.  Soon we will post on our website 
our commentary on each of your formal suggestions. 
 In the meantime, we are busily working on the De-
sign Development that fills in the details of the initial plan, 
like the details of the altar, ambo, liturgical chairs, taberna-
cle, baptistery, etc. 
 The big question for parishioners and our planning 
committee is when we can start building.  With Bishop Far-
rell’s new policy that a parish planning on building any 
kind of a facility must have in cash in advance 50% of the 
cost of the project, we need to raise about $5-6 million. The 
recession has worried us and has caused us to calculate very 
carefully the appropriate moment for a capital campaign. 
Recently we have been pleased with reports that the US 
economy is beginning to improve.  That’s good news and 
bad news.  The good news is that our parishioners will be 
able to donate more when the economy is good.  The bad 
news is that the cost of building materials will also spike in 
a good economy; we are already receiving warnings that the 
cost of steel is about to rise.  So, we believe that we should 
begin the capital campaign as soon as possible. 
 To help us with our campaign planning, we have 
hired the same fund-raising consultants, Guidance in Giv-
ing, that we had successfully used before.  Soon they will 
begin a “feasibility study.”  A random pool of parishioners 
will be personally interviewed by their representative, 
Kevin Engler.  Every parishioner will receive a survey by 
mail, and we ask you to respond as quickly as possible.  The 
names of all participants in both surveys will be known only 
to Guidance in Giving; neither I nor any building commit-
tee member will know the identity of the participants.  The 
more responses received, the more accurate picture we will 
have about the prospects of raising the necessary funds.  So, 
please respond and say whatever you like. 
 Those of you who attended Easter Sunday Mass 
know we need a new Church right now.  Let’s build this 
new Church with utmost speed! 

 

Visiones del Párroco—Msgr. Larry Pichard 
 

 Las cosas están pasando rápidamente con el proyecto 
de nuestra nueva Iglesia y capilla. Nosotros hemos analizado 
sus comentarios sobre la presentación de los Planes 
Esquemáticos que mostramos el 7 de Marzo. Muy pronto 
publicaremos en la página Web nuestras respuestas a cada una 
de sus sugerencias.  
 Nosotros estamos ocupados trabajando en el 
Desarrollo del Diseño que presenta todos los detalles del plan 
inicial, detalles como el altar, ambón, sillas litúrgicas, sagrario, 
bautisterio, etc.   
 La gran pregunta de nuestros feligreses y de nuestro 
comité de planeación es  ¿cuándo podemos iniciar la 
construcción? Con la nueva política del Obispo Farell en la que 
una parroquia que planea construir cualquier edificio debe 
tener por lo menos el 50% del costo del proyecto antes de 
iniciar la construcción, necesitamos recaudar $5-6 millones. La 
recesión nos ha preocupado, y nos ha ocasionado proyectar 
con mucho cuidado el momento apropiado para la campaña de 
fondos. Recientemente, nosotros tuvimos un informe favorable 
que la economía en EE.UU. está empezando a mejorar. Esas 
son buenas y malas noticias. La buena noticia es que nuestros 
feligreses podrán donar más cuando la economía es buena. La 
mala noticia es que el costo de los materiales de construcción 
también se disparan en una buena economía; hemos recibido 
alertas que el costo de acero está elevándose. Así que, nosotros 
creemos que podremos iniciar la campaña de fondos lo más 
pronto posible.   
 Nosotros hemos contratado los mismos consultores 
para recaudar fondos, Guidance in Giving, que anteriormente 
hemos utilizado con mucho éxito. Próximamente ellos 
iniciarán un “estudio de factibilidad”. Un grupo aleatorio entre 
todos los miembros de la parroquia serán entrevistados 
personalmente por el representante Kevin Engler. Cada 
miembro de la parroquia recibirá una encuesta por correo, y 
pedimos a ustedes respondan tan pronto como sea posible. Los 
nombres de todos los participantes en ambas encuestas serán 
conocidos solo por Guidance in Giving; ni yo o ninguno de los 
miembros del comité de construcción conocerán la identidad 
de los participantes. Entre más respuestas recibamos, 
tendremos una mejor y exacta visión acerca de los prospectos 
para recaudar los fondos necesarios. Así que, por favor 
respondan y digan lo que ustedes gusten.  

Aquellos que asistieron a la Misa el Domingo de 
Pascua saben que necesitamos una nueva Iglesia ahora. 
¡Vamos a construir la nueva Iglesia con la máxima velocidad!
