Only you can decide
the timing. The feasibility study is designed to learn the
truth from you. The feasibility study is not a promo, not
spin, not an advertizing gimmick. It only seeks to know the
truth from you.

So | beg you to respond, to say exactly what you
think. Some of you will be personally interviewed by Guid-

an invitation, please call our office to schedule an appoint-
ment. Everybody will receive a mailed survey. Please fill it
out completely and return it by May 16.

Only Mr. Engler will know exactly what you said,
and he will hold your identity in confidence so that you will
have the absolute freedom to speak your mind. He will
then tabulate the responses and give a summary report of
the issues without names to me and the Building Commit-
tee. From that general report he will tell us the truth? YES,
it is time to begin because people are eager to get this
Church built and are able to donate substantially, or NO,
we cannot begin now because you are not financially capa-
ble of raising the necessary funds and we must wait months
or years to begin.

So, you see how crucial is the feasibility study. The
destiny of our new Church and chapel is in your hands.
