ST. FRANCIS OF ASSISI — FRISCO TX
Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

In several articles about our new Church and
chapel, I have explained that the design of the main
Church is reminiscent of the Basilica of St. Francis in As-
sisi—the facade and the general form of basilica. The de-
sign of the new chapel is reminiscent of the Church of St.
Clare in Assisi in terms of the simple facade.

Our chapel of St. Clare is especially dedicated to
the Eucharist. The central focus will be upon the place for
reserved Eucharist. Nowadays we call it a “tabernacle.” But
in the long tradition of the Church the Eucharist has been
housed in a variety of objects. In the early Church it was a
richly jeweled box, like modern jewelry boxes. Sometimes
it was located in a niche in the wall. Sometimes it was in a
box located in a tower or column in the Church. In the
Middle Ages we became enamored with how Moses placed
the Ark of the Covenant in a tent or tabernacle. The word
tabernacle means tent. So we began to fashion the housing
for the Eucharist in the form of a tent, capturing the Old
Testament respect for the presence of God on earth. But in
the German, Belgian and French tradition we created some-
thing even more elaborate and elegant—a “sacrament-
house.” Made of brass, gold or silver it resembled the deli-
cate and lofty spire of a Church, sometimes 20 or 30 feet
high! For some historic and modern examples, go to http://
tinyurl.com/23mdqwu. We really want our container for
the reserved Eucharist more than just a little box that we
see in many modern churches. So we will design a lovely
sacrament house for the chapel of St. Clare.

We believe that is so appropriate since St. Clare
had such a deep devotion to the Eucharist. In her writings
she spoke lovingly about the Eucharist. When the enemy,
the Saracens, were attacking Assisi and bearing down upon
the San Damiano convent of the Poor Clares, St. Clare rose
from her sick bed, held up the Eucharist in a pyx (some ver-
sions of the story say it was a monstrance but that is a more
modern invention), and begged Jesus to defend the nuns
from the vicious Saracens. Miraculously, the enemy fled,
and the lives of the nuns were spared! Thus, many images
of St. Clare portray her with a pyx or monstrance in her
hands. So it is very fitting that we dedicate our Eucharistic
chapel to St. Clare so that we can be inspired by her devo-
tion.

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Visiones del Pdrroco—Msgr. Larry Pichard

En varios articulos acerca de nuestra nueva Iglesia y
capilla he explicado que el disefio de la Iglesia principal nos
recuerda a la Basilica de San Francisco en Asis - la fachada y la
forma general de una basilica. El disefio de la nueva capilla
nos recuerda a la Iglesia de San Clara en Asis por su simple
fachada.

Nuestra capilla de San Clara esta dedicada especial-
mente a la Eucaristia. El enfoque central estara en el sitio para
la Eucaristia reservada. Hoy en dia le llamamos un
“tabernaculo”. Pero en la antigua tradicion de la Iglesia, la
Eucaristia ha tomado su hogar dentro de una variedad de obje-
tos. En los tiempos iniciales de la Iglesia era entonces una caja
adornada de joyas, como los cofres de joyas modernos. A ve-
ces, se colocaba en un nicho en la pared. Otras veces estaba
dentro de una caja que se encontraba en una de las torres o
columnas de la Iglesia. En la Edad Media nos encant¢ la idea
de cémo Moisés puso el Arca del Convenio en una carpa o ta-
bernaculo. La palabra tabernaculo quiere decir carpa o tienda
de campafa. Asifue como comenzamos a diseiiar el sitio para
la Eucaristia con una carpa, capturando de esa forma el gran
respeto del Antiguo Testamento hacia la presencia de Dios en
la tierra. Pero en la tradicion Alemana, Belga y Francesa, crea-
mos algo aun mas elaborado y elegante — una “casa sacramen-
tal”. Construida de bronce, oro o plata, hace copia de la deli-
cada y alta torre de una Iglesia, a veces llegando a 20 o 30 pies
de alto! Para ver algunos ejemplos historicos y modernos, pue-
de ir al sitio del Internet http://tinyurl.com/23mdqwu. Noso-
tros queremos que el sitio reservado para la Eucaristia sea mas
que una cajita que se ve en las iglesias modernas. Asi que dise-
flaremos una hermosa casa sacramental para la capilla de San-
ta Clara.

Creemos que esto es apropiado ya que Santa Clara
tuvo tal devocién hacia la Eucaristia. En sus escritos ella
hablaba con gran amor acerca de la Eucaristia. Cuando el ene-
migo, los Sarracenos, estaban atacando en Asis y acercandose
al convento en San Damiano de las Pobres Clarisas, Santa Cla-
ra se levanto de su lecho de enferma y sosteniendo la Eucaris-
tia en una pixide o copon (algunas versiones de la historia di-
cen que fue una custodia pero eso es solamente un invento
mas moderno), y le hizo un ruego a Jests para que defendiera
a las monjas de los terribles Sarracenos. Milagrosamente, el
enemigo huyo, y las monjas se vieron salvadas! Asi que mu-
chas imagenes de Santa Clara la pintan con una pixide o custo-
dia en sus manos. Asi que pensamos que es muy logico que
dediquemos nuestra capilla Eucaristica a Santa Clara para que
tomemos inspiracién en su gran devocion.
