Several items today.

Today, with Pentecost Sunday, Eastertime
officially closes. For 50 days we have been cele-
brating the Resurrection of Jesus. Now,
“Ordinary Time” begins, not ordinary in the sense
of dull, boring, routine, but ordinary in the sense
of being ordered. For example, June 13 is the n™
Sunday of the Year, June 20 is the 12™ Sunday of
the Year, etc.

But a slight complication—before June 13,
we have two very special Sundays. Next Sunday,
May 30, is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trin-
ity. June 6 is the Feast of the Most Holy Body
and Blood of Christ—what we used to call Cor-
pus Christi.

Philips is a professor in a semi-
nary in Kerala, India, and during his vacation he
was kind enough to help us with Sunday Masses,
two daily Masses each week and Confessions on
Thursdays and Saturdays.
