the formation of lay leaders
and health care for the clergy. It is so good to
know that our donations will help fellow Catho-
lics with the basics of life.

And this week here at home I ask you to
pray for our young people who will be serving in
Mission Possible. Our youth will join others in
helping the poor right here in our Dallas-Ft.
Worth area.

St. Francis himself would be very proud of
our efforts to help the poor!
