Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

On this 4™ of July, the anniversary of our
Declaration of Independence, we remember the
words of that historic document, “We hold these
truths to be self-evident, that all men are cre-
ated equal, that they are endowed by their Crea-
tor with certain unalienable Rights, that among
these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happi-
ness.” We thank our God that we belong to a coun-
try that began its existence with that fundamental
philosophy and has done its best to live those prin-
ciples.

Most of the time we have kept those princi-
ples. Sometimes we haven’t. We enslaved captives
from Africa for nearly the first 100 years of our exis-
tence. We discriminated against immigrants in the
1800s and early 1900s, like Irish Catholic immi-
grants, like Italian Catholic immigrants. The
Knights of Columbus was founded to protect the
rights of Irish Catholic immigrants who couldn’t get
jobs or couldn’t buy houses or couldn’t get loans
just because they were Catholic immigrants. Even
though we were a nation of immigrants, sometimes
we forgot to treat new immigrants according to the
principles of our Declaration of Independence.

I am deeply disturbed by the rhetoric of
some citizens and politicians regarding immigrants.
So, I propose that on this weekend we reflect upon
our Declaration of Independence. Our country be-
gan by saying that “all men are created equal,” not
just citizens. We said that “they are endowed by
their Creator with certain unalienable Rights,” not
just citizens. Whether people are here legally or
not, they still have fundamental human rights that
we, if we wish to remain faithful to the values of our
country and our faith, must respect.

I know I will not settle the immigration de-
bate in this short column, but I would invite you to
reflect upon a document written by the bishops of
the USA--Strangers No Longer: Together on the Jour-
ney of Hope. You can find it in English and Spanish
at http://www.usccb.org/mrs/stranger.shtml.

If all people listen to is “talk radio” or our
secular news reports, they don’t have a true picture
of the debate. Please listen to what the bishops are
saying in order to see the big picture. Our own
American integrity and our own Catholic integrity
and the future of many people depend upon the big
picture.

Los
Caballeros de Colon fueron fundados para proteger los
derechos de inmigrantes Catolicos Irlandeses quienes no
podian tener trabajamos o no podian comprar casas o no
podian obtener préstamos solo porque eran inmigrantes
Catolicos. Aun cuando nosotros éramos una nacién de
inmigrantes, algunas veces nosotros olvidamos recibir
nuevos inmigrantes de acuerdo a los principios de
nuestra Declaracion de Independencia.

Yo estoy profundamente preocupado por la
retorica/el discurso de algunos ciudadanos y politicos
con respecto a los inmigrantes. Por esto, yo propongo
que este fin de semana nosotros reflexionemos sobre
nuestra Declaracién de Independencia. Nuestro pais
inicio6 por decir que “todos los hombres son creados
igual”, no solo los ciudadanos. Nosotros decimos que
“ellos son dotados por nuestro Creador de ciertos
derechos inalienables”, no solo ciudadanos. Si la gente
aqui son legales o no, ellos todavia tienen los derechos
humanos fundamentales que, si nosotros deseamos
conservar la fe en los valores de nuestro pais y nuestra fe,
debemos respetar.

Yo sé que no resolveré un debate de inmigracion
en esta breve columna, pero me gustaria invitarlos a
reflexionar sobre el documento escrito por los Obispo de
EE.UU.--Juntos en el Camino de la Esperanza Ya No
Somos Extranjeros.
