ST. FRANCIS OF ASSISI — FRISCO TX
Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Last Sunday [ wrote an introduction to the
“Why Catholic?” program that we are going to sponsor
here at St. Francis next Fall. To recap, this is a four-
year program that meets in small groups usually in
home for 6 weeks in the Fall and 6 weeks in Lent. A
study guide leads us through the program.

“Why Catholic?” is an easy-to-understand re-
flection upon the teachings of the Catholic Church as
expressed in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, pub-
lished in the mid-1990’s under the direction of the then
Cardinal Ratzinger.

People might ask, “Catechisms are for children,
and so why should adults need to study the catechism?”
If we just learned the catechism as children, then we
adults today have just a children’s understanding of the
Faith. There have been so many advances in theology
since the Second Vatican Council. I often hear Catho-
lics ask, “Now, just what am I supposed to believe about
purgatory, or can we withdraw the feeding tube, or is in
vitro fertilization OK or not?” Several years ago, when
Fr. Don Zeiler, now the pastor of St. Gabriel’s in McKin-
ney, was my parochial vicar at St. Pius, he held a class
for adults and used the book Catholicism for Dummies.
But he was so surprised that he never could get through
his agenda since people kept enthusiastically raising all
sorts of questions. He was amazed at their confusion
about our beliefs but gratified that they had such inter-
est in discussing our teachings.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church was writ-
ten in highly theological language, and so the beauty of
the “Why Catholic?” books is that the editors have put
that theological language into American English that
folks can understand. The books even have recommen-
dations for discussion questions and even present op-
portunities for the groups to take action on items that
might interest them.

Our “Why Catholic?” planning team has al-
ready been at work since June. The co-chairs of our
Core Team are Jan Funnell and Jim Kneese. The Fa-
cilitator Subcommittee will recruit and train a facili-
tator for each small group. The facilitator is not a theo-
logian nor a teacher—just a person to focus the discus-
sion and to keep things moving along. The Publicity
Subcommittee will help advertize the program and
help people understand it. The Registration Subcom-
mittee will help parishioners register on the weekend
of September 11-12.

Hope you will join us and be a part of this very
rewarding program!

Oh, by the way, I am leaving for vacation today
and will be back on August 11. Keep the Faith and give
it away!

El Domingo pasado yo escribi una introduccion del
programa “;Por qué ser Catélico?” que nosotros vamos a
realizar aqui en San Francisco el proximo Otofio. Para
recapitular, este es un programa de cuatro afos en el cual
se reinen en pequefios grupos generalmente en casas por 6
semanas en Otofio y 6 semanas en Cuaresma. El programa
es dirigido con una guia de estudio.

“Por qué ser Catdlico?” es una reflexion de facil
comprension sobre las enseflazas de la Iglesia Catdlica
escritas en el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, publicado a
mediados de 1990 dirigido por el entonces Cardenal
Ratzinger.

La gente debe preguntarse, “Los catecismos son
para los nifios, y ;por qué los adultos necesitan estudiar el
catecismo?” Si nosotros solo aprendimos el catecismo
cuando éramos nifios, entonces nosotros adultos ahora
tenemos solo un conocimiento de la Fe de un nifio. Ha
habido muchos avances en la teologia desde el Concilio
Vaticano Segundo. Yo con frecuencia escucho Catolicos
preguntar, “;Ahora, realmente que debo creer acerca del
purgatorio, o podemos nosotros desconectar el tubo de
alimentacion, o estd bien la fertilizacion in Vitro o no?”
Hace varios afios, cuando el Padre Don Zeiler, ahora el
parroco de San Gabriel en McKinney, fue mi vicario en la
Iglesia de San Pio, él tenia una clase para adultos y uso el
libro Catolicismo para Dummies. Pero ¢él estaba muy
impresionado que él nunca podia concluir su orden del dia
de la sesién ya que la gente estaba entusiasmada con todo
tipo de preguntas. El estaba sorprendido de la confusion
acerca de nuestras creencias pero satisfecho que ellos
habian tenido tanto interés en discutir nuestras
ensenanzas.

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica fue escrita en un
lenguaje teologico elevado, y lo maravilloso de los libros
“;Por qué ser Catodlico?” es que los editores han puesto el
lenguaje teoldgico en un lenguaje sencillo que nosotros
podamos entender. Los libros también tienen
recomendaciones para preguntas de discusién vy
oportunidades actuales para que los grupos tomen acciones
sobre asuntos que podrian interesarles.

Nuestro equipo de planeacion de “sPor qué ser
Catdlico?” ha estado trabajando desde Junio. Los
responsables de nuestro Comité General son Jan Funnel y
Jim Kneese. El Subcomité de Facilitadores reclutard y
capacitara un facilitador para cada grupo pequeiio. El
facilitador no es un tedlogo ni un maestro—solo una
persona para dirigir la discusion y fomentar la participacion
de todos. El Subcomité de Publicidad ayudard a
promover el programa y ayudara a la gente a entenderlo. El
Subcomité de Inscripcion ayudard a los feligreses a
registrarse el fin de semana del 11 y 12 de Septiembre.
