Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard

Last Sunday I wrote about a new program called
“Why Catholic?” that we will begin the first week of Octo-
ber. I explained that we adult Catholics will really profit by
an updating of our faith. Let me comment today on the
major topics.

For the first year, 6 weeks in the Fall and 6 weeks
in Lent, our little guide book, entitled The Profession of
Faith: What We Believe, will help us reflect upon the human
desire for God and the revelation made by Jesus Christ that
God is Father, Son and Spirit. Who really is God the Fa-
ther? How can one person Jesus be the infinite God and
the finite human? What does the Holy Spirit do for us,
really? How does the Church, weighed down by sin, some-
how lift us up to heaven? This topic will invite us to con-
templ ate mysteries that we

In the second year, The Celebration of the Christian
Mysteries: the Sacraments is the title of our guide book.
We Catholics very frequently express our worship of God
through the liturgy and the sacraments. But sometimes,
ritual gets boring and stale. What is really going on at
Mass? How does the celebration of sacraments really
change our lives? Over 20 years ago when I was in Ennis, a
radiologist came to talk to me. He explained that he
belonged to a non-Catholic Christian denomination but
now wanted to become Catholic. He explained that his
journey began when he wanted to investigate why Catholics
have sacramentsand non-Cat hol i ¢s don’t
sacraments ar e God'’ s essent
us and our essential way of communicating with God. After
listening to him for an hour, I invited him to teach the class
on sacraments to our RCIA class since his study had
equipped him to understand the sacraments more than
most Catholics. He and I were convinced that sacraments
make us Catholic!

In the third year, Life in Christ: Walking with God
helps reflect upon the way Jesus wants us to live our lives.
Are the Ten Commandments still valid today? How do the
2 commandments of Jesus—love God and love your
neighbor—actually influence the many decisions we make
each day? What about complex moral decisions about in
vitro fertilization, end of life issues, when does life begin?
The topic this year really causes a lot of discussion and
gives us a clarity we didn’

The final year is Christian Prayer: Deepening My
Experience of God. Why is prayer so difficult? What are we
supposed to say? How can we pray as a family, as a couple,
apart from Mass?

Interested? Hope you join us as we adult
parishioners consider the topics that really matter to our
happiness on earth and hopefully to our happiness in
eternity.
