Views from the Pastor—Msgr. Larry Pichard 

 
 

Last Sunday I wrote about a new program 
called “Why Catholic?” that we will begin the first 
week of October.  I outlined the topics for the 4 years 
that we will discuss in small groups. 

I really think such a program will be excep-
tionally helpful to us here at St. Francis.  As you know, 
just 40 years ago in 1970, Frisco had just 1,800 people, 
in 1990 we had 6,000, and now we have over 100,000.  
The point is: most of us are recent arrivals from many 
parts of the USA and the world, and we haven’t had 
many opportunities for us Catholics to get to know 
one another.  Most parishes have been around for a 
long time, and in those parishes, like people in most 
small cities, everybody knows everybody. 

So, one of the greatest fruits of the “Why 
Catholic?” program is that it brings us together in 
small communities.  When I conducted the “Why 
Catholic?” in my former parish, a number of small 
groups got to know each other and love each other  so 
much that they decided to continue on even after the 
6-week period.  Some of them still meet to this very 
day, and they began in 2006!  Some have become very 
dear friends. 

So I firmly believe that we can duplicate the 
intense fellowship of the early Church with these 
small communities.  Last summer our Parish Council 
had a retreat, and what emerged from our discussions 
and prayer was that we at St Francis have a huge need 
to connect.  In fact, we targeted 4 areas of connec-
tion—Connect to the Faith, Connect to the Body (of 
Christ in the Church), Connect to Each Other, and 
Connect to the Youth.  Soon we will be giving you a 
status report on how the Parish Council has been able 
to attempt to fulfill those connections—hint, some 
have been achieved, and some are in process.  When I 
spoke to the Parish Council about “Why Catholic?”, 
they enthusiastically embraced the idea precisely be-
cause it would help us connect in so many ways, and 
they told me to get busy and get it organized! 

Hope you are interested in connecting.  I will 
be the proud father of this very big family!

El último Domingo yo escribí acerca del nuevo 
programa llamado “¿Por qué ser Católico?” que 
iniciará la primera semana de Octubre. Yo resumí los 
temas que durante 4 años discutiremos en pequeños 
grupos.  

Yo realmente pienso que este gran programa 
será extremamente de ayuda para nosotros aquí en 
San Francisco. Como ustedes saben, hace solo 40 años 
atrás en 1970, Frisco solo tenía 1,800 personas, en 1990 
nosotros teníamos 6,000, y ahora nosotros tenemos 
más de 100,000. El punto es: la mayoría de nosotros 
somos recién llegados de muchas partes de EE.UU. y 
del mundo, y nosotros no hemos tenido muchas 
oportunidades como Católicos para conocernos unos 
a otros. Muchas parroquias han estado por mucho 
tiempo, y en esas parroquias, como las personas en 
muchas pequeñas ciudades, todos conocen a todos.  

Así, uno de los mayores frutos del programa 
“¿Por qué ser Católico?” ÅÓ ÑÕÅ ïÓÔÅ ÎÏÓ ÕÎÅ ÅÎ 
pequeñas comunidades. Cuando yo dirigí ¿Por qué 
ser Católico?” ÅÎ ÍÉ ÐÁÒÒÏÑÕÉÁ ÁÎÔÅÒÉÏÒȟ ÕÎ ÎĭÍÅÒÏ 
de pequeños grupos se llegaron a conocer entre ellos y 
les encantó tanto conocerse que ellos decidieron 
continuar aún después de las 6 semanas del ciclo. 
¡Algunos de ellos todavía se reúnen, y ellos iniciaron 
en el 2006! Algunos se hicieron grandes amigos.  

Así que yo definitivamente creo que nosotros 
podemos recrear la misma fraternidad sólida y 
profunda de la Iglesia primitiva con estas pequeñas 
comunidades. El verano pasado nuestro Consejo 
Parroquial tuvo un retiro, y lo que surgió de nuestras 
discusiones y oraciones fue que nosotros en San 
Francisco tenemos una enorme necesidad de 
conectarnos. De hecho, nosotros detectamos 4 áreas 
de conexión—Conectar a la Fe, Conectar al Cuerpo 
(de Cristo en la Iglesia), Conectar con Otros, y 
Conectar con la Juventud. Pronto les daremos un 
informe sobre como el Consejo Parroquial ha 
cumplido esas conexiones—aclaro, algunas han sido 
cumplidas, y algunas están en proceso. Cuando yo 
hablé con el Consejo Parroquial sobre “¿Por qué ser 
Católico?”, ellos entusiasmados aceptaron la idea 
precisamente porque esto nos ayudará a unirnos en 
muchas diferentes maneras, y ellos me dijeron ¡manos 
a la obra! 

Espero que ustedes estén interesados en 
unirse. ¡Yo seré un padre orgulloso de ésta gran 
familia!
