I am continuing my series on a new pro-
gram called “Why Catholic?”  that we will begin 
the first week of October.   

The program utilizes the model of small 
groups, 10-12 people, who meet in somebody’s 
home for 6 weeks in the Fall and 6 weeks in Lent 
as fellow adults engage in a study of and discus-
sion about our Catholic Faith.  A study guide may 
be purchased, and that guide will cover those 12 
weeks. 

The format includes an opening reflection 
upon Scripture followed by prayer.  Then we be-
gin a reflection upon the theme of that chapter.  
The study guide even offers questions for discus-
sion.  We conclude with prayer.  The session lasts 
about 1 and ½ hours.  A trained facilitator will 
guide the group through the session. 

You will have the opportunity to sign up 
on the weekend of September 11-12.  The 
registration card will include a number of time 
and day slots which facilitators have chosen.  We 
will offer many opportunities from weekday 
mornings or afternoons for those who are retired 
or have the night shift, to weekday evenings for 
those who work during the day, to weekend 
mornings, afternoons, and nights.  As you can 
see, we are trying to provide an opportunity for 
everybody. 

We are going to provide this 4-year pro-
gram only once in our history, and so I hope you 
get on board right from the start.  This is a pre-
cious opportunity to come to know your faith 
ever more profoundly as an adult and a precious 
opportunity to come to know parishioners whom 
you never knew before and maybe even meet 
somebody who might become your friend for life.

4 años solo una vez en nuestra parroquia, y espero 
que ustedes puedan ingresar desde el inicio. Ésta es 
una valiosa oportunidad para conocer tu fe a 
profundidad como adulto y es una valiosa 
oportunidad para conocer a más feligreses quienes 
ustedes no han conocido antes y tal vez pueden 
encontrar alguien que pueda convertirse en el 
mejor amigo de su vida.
