At this point, design
and associated cost decisions
must be made working with the
architect and the Diocese be-
fore timeline or construction
schedules can be drafted. Our
parish building project team
thanks you for your patience
and continued support to build
our new church, a sacred wor-
ship space to reflect the spiritu-
ality of our patron St. Fran-
cis. In the meantime, we will
endeavor to keep the parish
updated with news as informa-
tion on our progress is avail-
able.
