St. Francis of Assisi
Baptismal Requirements
Parents
Registered in Parish for three months (Pastor’s requirement)
Attend Baptismal Preparation Class within the past three years
Provide Baptismal Registration Form
Provide Child’s Birth Certificate

Select Godparents who meet the following requirement (at least one if two must be man and
woman)

Catholic who is actively practicing their faith (registered member of a parish)
At least 16 years of age and has received the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism,
Confirmation and Eucharist)

3. If married they must be in a marriage that is recognized by the Catholic Church

Secure paperwork for Godparent(s)

1. Proof of attendance at a Baptismal Preparation Class
2. Letter from Parish stating they are registered members and granting them
permission to be a Godparent.

All required paperwork must be in to St. Francis before a date can be set for the Baptism.
Godparents
Attend a Baptismal Preparation Class within the past three years (Pastor’s requirement)

Secure letter from current parish that states they are a registered member in good standing.

Note: If a St. Francis parishioner is having their child baptized elsewhere then they need a letter from St.
Francis stating they are registered members and giving them permission to have their child baptized at
another parish.

They also need to check with that parish to see what the requirements of that parish are.
