First Reading/Second Reading

On Sundays, the first reading is from the Old Testament and is coordinated
thematically with that day’s Gospel. This reading foreshadows the Gospel.

The second reading, a continuous one from other New Testament books, is not
coordinated with that day’s Gospel and first reading. This reading helps to give
guidance on the application of the Gospel to our lives.

The weekday readings have a cycle for even-numbered years and another for odd-
numbered years. The Gospels are the same in each cycle, but the first reading is from
the New Testament some weeks and from the Old Testament other weeks.

Now that you have come
this close to your servant, let me bring you a little food, that you may refresh
yourselves; and afterward you may go on your way." The men replied, "Very well,
do as you have said."
