Liturgy of the Word/Responsorial Psalm 

 

Following the First Reading is the Responsorial Psalm.  The Responsorial Psalm is 
sung or recited and is taken from the Old Testament, Book of Psalms.   Although 
written thousands of years ago, the Psalms are still relevant today, providing a guide 

for prayer, and are also used in praying the Liturgy of the Hours.  It is called 
Responsorial because it responds to the First Reading.  The connection between the 

two can help the deepen the understanding of the First Reading.  The Responsorial 
Psalm is an opportunity to reflect and prayerfully respond to the First Reading.  It is 

also a reminder that we are all called to be participants in the Mass encountering 
God in the Readings and responding to him with gratitude and love.

PROFESSION OF FAITH
