USCCB - The Liturgy of the Eucharist begins with the preparation of the gifts and 
the altar. As the ministers prepare the altar, representatives of the people bring 

forward the bread and wine that will become the Body and Blood of Christ. The 
celebrant blesses and praises God for these gifts and places them on the altar, the 

place of the Eucharistic sacrifice. In addition to the bread and wine, monetary gifts 
for the support of the Church and the care of the poor may be brought forward. The 
Prayer over the Offerings concludes this preparation and disposes all for the 

Eucharistic Prayer.

FIRST READING              Ezekiel 47: 1-2, 8-9, 12 
The angel brought me back to the entrance of the temple, and I saw water flowing 

out from beneath the threshold of the temple toward the east, for the façade of the

temple area, with the sheep and oxen, and spilled the coins of the money changers

His disciples recalled the 
words of Scripture, Zeal for your house will consume me. At this the Jews answered 
and said to him, "What sign can you show us for doing this?" Jesus answered and
